nancing formula.

Thereisalimit to how much the state can pay, though, without raising
taxes, and thereisno sign that Kansas taxpayers want or would approve

that.

Timesaretoughinthisstate. After fiveyearsof drought and recession,

small businessesareontheir knees. The economic “recovery” movesat a

snail’ s pace.

Stategovernment hasfelt therecessionashard asanyone. Incomehasn’t
met expectationsfor years, and budgetshavebeentight. School sknow they
can expect little help from astrapped state.

In our view, the state, and Kansas schools, need to make do with what
they have, just as K ansas busi nesses and taxpayers have been doing.

Thereisno sign of acrisisin education, other than the artificial crisis
created by alawsuit challengingthestate’ sschool funding formula. Inthat
case, theplaintiffswereschool districtsthat failed to get what they wanted
from the Legis ature, and so turned to the courts.

But across the state, test scores are high. Kansas students are learning
and schoolsareimproving, despite the budget crunch.

It'strue, in the 1990s, the state did slash taxes. It did what government
shoulddowhenit getstoo much money: givesomeback to the peoplewho

earned it.

Criestoboost the school budget beliethefact that state spending hasin-
creased every year for 40 yearsexcept one. Over that time, thebudget has
grownfrom$526.5millionin 1966toaprojected $11.268billionnextyear,

an astounding 21 timesgrowth.

Adjustedfor inflation, today’ sbudget still isnearly four timesthe 1966

version. Why?

Schools. Welfare. New programsand agencies. But mostly schoolsand

welfare.

The dreams of 1966 aretoday’ s entitlements, and if you listen to some

people, the growth will continue.

Thevoters, though, arefed up. They elected more conservativesto the
Legidlature last year, not more spenders. They have no usefor atax in-
crease. They don’'t seeacrisisin education, only acrisisinthe courts.

Republicans focus on Sebelius, ignore

Last Tuesday, the Kansas Senate Edu-
cation Committeeproducedaplantoraise
spending onthestate’ spublic schoolsby
$455 million over the next three years,
whichwouldinclude hikesfor bilingual,
special education and poor children.

If passed, it would become the largest
increase since the state took over school
financein 1992.

The Senate plan appears to be an ear-
nest effort to meet demands made by the
Supreme Court to spend more on K-12
and distributethefundsmorefairly.

Asit stands, however, it doesn’t pass
muster because the money isn’t there.
Perhaps the first year could be funded

fromexistingmoney by strippingthetrea-
sury of its reserves and ripping funds
away from other areas that don’t have
enoughpolitical clouttoprotect their bud-
gets.

Sponsors say privately they know that
taxincreaseswouldbenecessary foryears
twoandthree— and maybethisyear, too.
They aren’ tready, however, tosay which
taxes should be increased or by how
much.

The Senate planisevenricher thanthe
oneGov. Kathleen Sebeliusproposed|ast
year. She asked for $310 million over
three years. The difference, however, is
that sherecognizedthat increased spend-
ing required increased income and pro-
posed higher sales, income and property
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taxesto pay for it. The plan wasrejected
by theL egislaturewithout seriousdebate,
not becauseitwasabadidea, but because
itwasaSebeliusidea.

This sequence of events leads to only
oneconclusion: Thisyear’ sRepublican-
dominated Legislature is trying every
trickinthebook toavoidraisingtaxesfor
school s because doing so would benefit
thegovernor politically.

Republicanleadersseemtobelievethat
raising the revenue needed to provide
Kansasstudentswith an adequate educa-
tionwouldbeseen by votersasanadmis-
sionthat Gov. Sebeliuswasright andthey
werewrong. Todosowould helpherwin
re-electionnextyear, they tell themselves.

THEY ARE WRONG in every way
they could beonthisissue.

The reason that Kansas is short of the
money it needsfor itspublicschoolsisthat
the Legislature cut taxes sharply under
Gov. Bill Graves when the treasury was
flushduringtheboomyearsof the1990s.
Thestatewideproperty tax, for example,
was slashed from 35 millsto 20 mills.
More property tax was lost when the
homestead exemptionwasincreased. Still
other exemptions reduced state income
fromthesalestax. Stepsto stimulatebusi-
ness added further tax exemptions and
reductions.

Theoverall impact of tax cutsinthe90s
by now amountsto billions. Theprimary

reason why state funding falls short of
today’ s public school needsis that the
state’ stax structure was severely weak-
ened during those eight years. Itisunre-
alistic to argue that those needs can now
be met without restoring at | east some of
theincomethat they, themsel ves, stripped
away.

Republicans may be aiming at Gov.
Sebelius with their no-tax-hike rhetoric
but the shotsbackfire. Thelawmakersin
control come across as Scroogeswilling
to short-change Kansas youngsters to
make political points. They also give
ammunition to critics who point to sky-
rocketing local taxes and blame the Re-
publicansfor beggaring school districts,
cities and counties so that they can take
credit with votersfor holding down state
taxes.

Kansans are brighter than that. They
knowtheir school sareunderfunded. They
know that the property tax increasesthey
faceat homearebeingforced onthem by
state government’ srefusal to meet state
responsibilities.

The best campaign strategy Kansas
Republicanscouldfollow for 2006 would
be to forget the opposition and focus on
doing the best job they can to fulfill the
responsibilitiesthestatehastoitscitizens.

Providing atop-notch education to ev-
ery Kansaschildremainsat thetop of that
list.
