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Blue Jay boys eliminated in sub-state semi-finals

For the second year in arow,
Coach Doug Reusink’s Norton
Community High School boys
basketball team has been elimi-
nated in the semi-finals of the
Class 3A Sub-State Tournament
by ThomasM orePrep of Haysand
by the same 50-47 score.

Thegamewasplayed Friday in
Cimarron, the host school.

This year the scenario was a
little different, however, aslast
year the Blue Jays were beaten
with athree-point basket by Tho-
mas More Prep at the buzzer and
this year Norton trailed much of
the game and could have sent the
contestintoovertimewithathree-
point field goal astimeran out.

Just aslast season, it wasahard
fought game but the No.1 seeded
Blue Jays were playing catchup
most of thetime against the No.4
seeded Monarchs.

Norton trailed 11-7 after one
quarter and by just 22-21 at half-
timebut the Monarchsoutscored
them21-10inthethird quarter and
thefinal stanzabeganwithNorton
behind 43-31. To the Blue Jays
credit, they battled back and
outscored the Monarchs 16-7 to
bring the game down to thewire.

“I didn’t think either team
played very well inthefirst half,”
said Coach Reusink.

“In the second half, we played
pretty well and had our opportuni-
tiesto scorebut just didn’t get the
job done. Their sizehurt ussome.

Norton ended the seasonwith a
15-7record. TheBlueJaystiedfor
second in the Mid-Continent
League and placed third in the
|eague tournament.

Intheother semi-final gameon
Friday, No.6 seeded Cimarron
pulled their second upset of the
tournamentwhenthey edgedNo.2
seeded Holcomb 55-53. Cimarron
outscored No.3 Phillipsburg 54-
52 inthefirst round.

In Saturday’s championship fi-
nals, Thomas More Prep easily
defeated Cimarron 70-52 to earn
aberth in thisweek’s State Tour-
namentinHutchinson. Inthegirls
championship contest, Holcomb
defeated Thomas More Prep-
Marian 51-46 to advance to the
state tournament. Holcomb beat
the Norton girls 44-36 in
Thursday’s semi-finals.

In another boys tournament
game of local interest, Osborne
handed Tregotheir firstlossof the
season by a 73-50 score in the
Class 2A finalsin Smith Center.

In girls tournament games of

interest, Hoxieremained unbeaten
witha70-59winover Deerfieldin
theL eoti sub-statetoearnatripto
the state tournament. Hoxie was
ranked No.2 in the state and
Deerfield No.3 at the end of the
regular season. The Colby girls
also earned a state tournament
berth with a 52-37 win over
Goodland in the Class 4A state
sub-statein Larned and the Trego
girls made it to the state tourna-
ment witha52-45finalswinover
Oberlin in the 2A sub-state in
Smith Center.
