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Moisture, weather gives
farmers some optimism

When producers |ook across
their wheat fields, they see good
standswiththepotential for agreat
crop. Maoistureover thewinter has
been sufficient to carry wheat
through, while air temperatures
have not been bitterly cold. All of
thishasled somefarmersto have,
dare | say, optimism about their
wheat.

However, thereisplenty that can
go wrong from now until harvest
andinthat respect, it isimportant
forfarmerstocontrol thevariables
they canthat could limit potential
wheatyield. Oneof thesevariables
isnitrogen.

In the past during this time of
year | havewrittenanarticleabout
top dressing wheat, and every
year, | see farmers top dressing
their wheat later than when it
would realistically do them any
good. Wheat needsto have nitro-
gentopdressed aminimumof two
tothreeweeksbeforeit startsjoint-
ing.

In this two- to three-week pe-
riod, nitrogen will have a chance
to move with precipitation down
to theroots of wheat whereit can
be easily taken up. If the applica-
tion of additional nitrogen is de-
layed to when wheat is jointing,

the farmer will not see the yield
increase anticipated. Instead, the
wheat will likely have a higher
protein content.

Many producersliketo wait to
apply nitrogen so they can add
herbicide with it. Thisisagood
way to minimize trips across the
field, but by waitingto put bothon
until mid-April theopportunity to
maximizewheat yieldswith addi-
tional nitrogen will have slipped
away. Instead, theadditional nitro-
genwill likely beacting asan ad-
juvant in maximizing weed con-
trol rather than wheat yields.

So when will the wheat go to
joint? There is no specific date |
can provide. Initiation of jointing
is related to the weather, wheat
variety, and when it was planted.
A bitterly cold winter and cool
springwill delay jointing, whilein
amild winter and spring it will
likely start earlier thannormal . As
