There is a loud declaration of our Lord’s purpose for com-
ing to earth at the triumphal entry.  “As Jesus approached
Jerusalem and came to Bethphage and Bethany at the Mount
of Olives… Many people spread their cloaks on the road,
while others spread branches they had cut in the fields.
Those who went ahead and those who followed shouted,
‘Hosanna!  Blessed is he who comes in the name of the
Lord!…  Hosanna in the highest!’” (Mark 11: 1, 8 - 10)

What was our Lord’s mission as He made His way into the
holy city? What should be in the hearts and coming out of the
mouths of God’s chosen people during this Easter season?

God. He died to pay
for the sins of the
world. Think upon
that; Jesus knew as
He entered Jerusa-

Peter reminds Christians of their mission, they “are a
chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people
belonging to God, that (they) may declare the praises of Him
who called (them) out of darkness into His wonderful light.”

Chris-
tians should be
heard giving shouts
of praise, not allow-
ing the opinions of
others to keep their
praises to them-
selves.  They should
be telling those
bound by sin about
the saving power of
Jesus Christ, and fol-
lowing the instruc-
tion of their Lord,
“Go and tell what
God has done.”
