The back-to-back Class 3-2-1A

state high school wrestling cham-
pions from Norton Community
High School and their coaches and
managers were honored during
halftime of the Norton boys bas-
ketball game on Tuesday, March l
in the Memorial Gym in Norton.

Bruce Poage, the “Voice of the
Blue Jays”, began by telling the
large crowd that this was the first
year in Norton’s long history of
wrestling excellence that the Blue
Jays repeated as state champions.

After winning the champion-
ship with a 275 pound overtime
victory by Michael Sprigg in
2003-’04, the Blue Jays didn’t
wait until the final match in 2004-
’05 but led from start to finish in
rolling to the championship and
leaving the second-place team
trailing by 51.5 points.

“This year’s state champions
add a new chapter to the already
long and rich Norton wrestling tra-
dition,” said Poage. “The accom-
plishments of this year’s Blue Jay
wrestling team are as impressive
as they are extensive.”

Poage stated that Norton went
undefeated in dual competition
and won the Mid-Continent
League dual championship for the
tenth consecutive year and domi-
nated the league tournament, win-
ning it for the sixth year in a row
and ninth out of the past ten years.

He stated that they won five of
six invitational tournaments, in-
cluding the championship of the
48th annual Newton Tournament
of Champions. Norton was  the
smallest enrollment school to ever
win this prestigious tournament.

“During the year, Norton met
and finished above the eventual
Kansas 6A tournament runner-up,
the Kansas 5A champions, the

Kansas 4A champions and the
Oklahoma Class 2A state champi-
ons (equivalent of Kansas 4A),”
said Poage.

“Norton finished first in the
most competitive regional tourna-
ment in the state, qualifying nine
wrestlers for the state tournament,
then dominated the state tourna-
ment.”

The nine Blue Jay wrestlers who

BOYS TEAM
Maddy, a 6-foot-2-inch for-

ward, was named to the first team.
Kats is a 5-foot-10-inch point

guard and he was chosen on the
second team.

Maddy was leading scorer for
Coach Doug Reusink’s 15-7 Blue
Jays with an average of 16.4 points
per contest and was leading
rebounder with 162 total for an
average of 7.4 per game. He was
third high on the team in steals
with 35 and fourth high in assists
with 50.

Kats was third high scorer with
an average of 9.5 points per con-
test and second leading free throw
shooter with a 62 percent average.
By a large margin in both catego-
ries, Kats was the team leader in
steals with 81 and assists with 134.
He also pulled down 89 rebounds
for third highest on the team and
an average of 4 per game.

Maddy was an all-league sec-
ond team selection last season and
Kats received honorable mention
both his sophomore and junior
seasons.

Cox is a 6-foot center and was

named to the first team.
Jones is a 5-foot-5-inch guard

and she was selected to the second
team.

Cox was leading scorer for
Coach Kevin Jilka’s 17-5 Lady
Jays with a 13.4 points per game
average and leading rebounder

with a total of 181 and average of
8.2 caroms per contest. She was
third highest in steals with 45 and
fourth in assists with 33.

Jones averaged 10.6 points per
contest for second high on the
team. She was second leading free
throw shooter, hitting an average
of 62.9 percent from the charity
stripe. She tied for team high in
steals with 46 and was second high
in assists with 53. Jones was fourth
high in rebounds with a total of 61
for an average of 2.8 per game.

Cox was also a first team all-
league choice and Jones was
named to the third team last sea-
son.
