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Membership into the Norton
Chapter of National Honor Society
is based on four criteria: scholar-
ship, leadership, character and
school and community service ac-
tivities.

Second, students must exhibit
leadership by holding office or be-
ing in a leadership position. Appli-
cants must also acquire three posi-
tive leadership recommendations
from teachers, coaches and spon-
sors.

Students must have at least ten posi-
tive character references filled out
by teachers, coaches and sponsors.

The fourth criteria includes both
school activities and community
service activities. Students must be
involved in a minimum of twelve
school activities in three different ar-
eas. Applicants must also accumu-
late at least eight different commu-
nity service activities.
