School board gets high
to stuay district roofs

Three members of the Norton School
Boardtook atour Tuesday of thedistrict’s
roofs, that areset to bereplaced thissum-
mer, so they could see exactly what was
wrong with them.

Theboard members, alongwith Super-
intendent Greg Mann, Maintenance Di-
rector Ray Hillebrand, and roof consult-
ant Joe Baker, got abird’s eye view of
Eisenhower Elementary, the high school
gym, thejunior high, East Campusandthe
wrestling room.

Mr. Baker showed theboard members
what hefeltwaswrongwiththeroofsand
toldthemwhy they neededtobereplaced,
rather than just repaired. He said they
could patch the roofs, but then in five
years, the district would have to spend
more money to replace them anyway.

“It shows good management on your
part to get it done now,” he said, “rather
than waiting until doomsday.”

At Eisenhower, aswell asat East Cam-
pus, partsof thejunior high, andthewres-
tlingroom, hesaid theroof seamsarebe-
ginningtocrack andwill eventually split.
Oncethat happens, he said thedistrict is
goingtobedealingwithmajor and expen-
sive leaks. The roofs are going on 20-
years-old, hesaid.

Mr. Baker said theroof at Eisenhower
has had major repair work donetoit. He
said thedistrict could chooseto repair it
again, but would end up patching at | east
half of it.

Hesaidhehad spokenwiththedistrict’'s
insurance inspector, who also said the
roofs needed to be replaced.
