Remusshot past Clantononthe
restart and led till the caution
waved againonlap 10. Schoen’s
runended whenhelostawheel on
the restart, which saw Dauer,
Wagenblast, Jimmy Jenkins and
Gene Sneath lined up behind
Remus. Wagenblast then madea
pass on the outside of Remusin
turn 2 onlap 13to takethelead.

Jenkins pulled alongside
Wagenblast thelast |ap but wasnot
abletomakethepass. Remusheld
onforaclosethirdover Sneathand
Kelly Karnopp. Heat racewinners
were Wagenblast, Karnopp and
Clanton. Garrett Brown topped
the 10-1ap B-feature.

Thefansdidn’t get muchtimeto
restasthelM CA Stock Car feature
had them on their feet for most of
the race aswell. Selden’s Jason
Rogerstook thelead on the open-
ing circuit with J.R. McCreery
within a car-length, trailed by
Kelly Ford, Jason Davis and
Nathan Glendening. Thetopfour
remained the same through lap 5
when Glendening stalled on the
next lap.

On the restart, Jason
Schoenberger of Russell took the
point asheand Rogersranside-by-
side and nose-to-tail.

Caution flags on laps 9 and 10
kept the field bunched. Josh
Hudson, winner of the March
Frost Fest at Norton, had madehis
way tothird ontherestart and took
command on lap 14, passing
Schoenberger and Rogers.

But Hudson’schanceat victory
went by the wayside on lap 18
when debris from his race car
caused acautionand hehadtore-
start at the back.

With 3lapstogo, Schoenberger
ledthefieldback togreenbut gave
way to Jeff Hunter of Henderson,
Colo.,whoheldonforanexciting
finish over Schoenberger and
Rogers.
