The Norton County commis-
sionerscanvassedtheballotsfrom
last Tuesday’ selectioninlessthan
an hour Monday without any sur-
prises.

There were seven provisional
ballotsto be checked.

A provisional ballot isonethat
iscast by apersonwhoisnotonthe
electionrolls. Thecommissioners
have to determine if the ballot is
legal or not.

Of thesevenballots, two people
were not registered and one
womanwasregistered butlivesin
Graham County. Thosethreewere
not counted.

The other four provisional bal-
lots were caused by address
changes. Most were counted but,
in one case, only the school board
ballot was counted. The person
had moved from Norton City
Ward | to Ward 11 and so the city
ballot didn’t count. The school
board vote did because, although
the candidatesmust livein differ-
ent partsof the county and runfor
specific positions, al electorsin
the district vote to elect all posi-
tions.

The only close election in the
county was for the Edmond
mayor, which was decided by
threevotes.

asdifferent thingswill needto be
disposed of indifferentlocations.
For those peopletakingtheir trash
to the landfill, there will be &
charge for tires, and appliances
that are not accompanied by &
certificate saying the freon has
been removed.

Residents of both the city and
county should separatetheir trash
into tree piles — trees and
branches, compost pile — grass,
leaves and yard waste; construc-
tiondemo pile—furniture, siding,
windows and carpet; and metal
pile— appliancesand metal.
