AN ORDINANCE AMENDING

CHAPTER 9, ARTICLE 1 OF THE
NORTON CITY CODE RELATING TO
MUNICIPAL COURT COSTS

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT
ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING
BODY OF THE CITY OF NORTON,
KANSAS:

Section 1. Section 9-105 of the Code
of the City of Norton, Kansas, is hereby
amended to read as follows:

9-105. Court Cost Fee. In all cases
filed in the Municipal Court of Norton,
Kansas, where there is a finding of guilty
or a plea of guilty, a plea of no contest,
forfeiture of a bond or a diversion, there
shall be assessed a cost as provided
below. The costs shall be for the
administration of justice in the Municipal
Court and for the implementation of the
Judicial Branch Education Fund, the
Law Enforcement Training Reim-
bursement Fund, the Law Enforcement
Center Funds and the State Trauma
Fund. Said funds shall be remitted to

the State Treasurer or deposited in the
State Treasury to the credit of the
appropriate funds.

The court costs shall be as follows:
a. Infractions and moving violations,

$60.00
b. Misdemeanors, criminal and public

offenses, $60.00
c. Parking violations, $-0-

For the purposes of determining the
amount to be assessed, if more than
one complaint is filed against one
individual arising out of the same
incident, all such complaints shall be
considered as one case.

Section 2. This ordinance becomes
effective upon publication in the official
city newspaper.
