Senior Justin Shirk wonthegold
medal in the 110-meter high
hurdlesin 16.09 and placed third
in the 300-meter intermediate
hurdlesin44.3.

“Justin had a great start to his
senior seasonwithafirst placefin-
ishinthe 110 meter hurdles, run-
ning in the wind and coming
withinone-tenth of asecond of his
personal record, and placing third
in the 300-meter hurdles,” said
CoachGraber. “Healsoimproved
hisjavelin personal record by 30
feet.”

Freshman Jared Cox began his
highschool track careerinimpres-
sive fashion. He won the 300-
meter intermediatehurdlieswitha
personal record clocking of 42.8
seconds and placed third with a
personal best timeof 17.13inthe
110-meter hurdles.

“What agreat performanceby a
freshman in the two hurdles
races,” said Coach Graber. “His
focus and technique were just
awesomefor arookie.”

Sophomore Kent Mann got
warmed up with athird placefin-
ish in the 1,600-meter run with a
personal record clocking of
5:04.34, thenwent out andwonthe
3,200-meter run with a time of
11:10.92.

“Kent had an impressive day,”
said Coach Graber. “Hehad been
strugglinginpracticethelast week
or so and really didn’t look very
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strong through thefirst threelaps
of the1,600-meter run but showed
real gritwithagreat finishtoplace
third.

“With the confidencefrom that
performance, hewent out andwon
the 3,200-meter run with atime
just one second over his personal
record.”

In addition to running in the
4x100 and 4x400-meter relays,
Mills competed in the 200-meter
dash where he placed fourth with
apersonal besttimeof 23.2andthe
100-meter dash where he was
timedin11.8.

“Sethranagreat personal record
timeinthe200-meter dashtoplace
fourthin avery good field,” said
Coach Graber.

Junior Heath Vincent placed
fourthinthediscuswithapersonal
recordthrow of 127-25andfifthin
theshot put withapersonal record
heave of 43-8.

“Heath had two excellent per-
sonal recordsin the shot and dis-
cus,” said Coach Graber.

Sophomore Logan Keiswetter
finishedinthirdplaceinthe3,200-
meter runin11:32.

Inadditionto beingamember of
the victorious 4x800-meter relay
team, Kats ran in the 800-meter
runand placedfourthwithacl ock-
ing of 2:19.7.

Nathan Broeckelman scored
points for Norton in three events
in addition to running on the
4x100-meter relay team. He
placed fourth in the 300-meter
hurdleswithatimeof 45.5, tiedfor
fifthinthepolevaultwithaheight
of 9-6 and placed sixthinthehigh
jump with aheight of 5-6.

“Nathanshowed greatimprove-
ment inhispolevault technique,”
said Coach Graber. “He per-
formed great for nomoretraining
than hehashad dueto aninjury.”

Senior Derek Volgamore fin-
ished in sixth place in the 1,600-
meter run with a clocking of
5:16.50.

Senior Lucas Wiseman placed
fifth in the long jump with a per-
sonal record leap of 17-11.

“Lucas improved his personal

record in the long jump by afoot
and scored points for us,” said
Coach Graber.

Freshman Wes Georgeson fin-
ished in sixth place in thetriple
jump with a personal record dis-
tance of 36-9.
