From Community Full Gospel Church

Randall Veach livesin Nashville, Tenn. His mother raised him
in church, however, he refused to surrender his heart and life
over to Jesus Christ. He was a rebellious teenager and had a
violent temper. Years of the party scene and bar fighting had
left him broken, empty, and addicted to drugs. All of his teen
years were wasted searching for the ultimate high. His life of
sin did not help him find what he was looking for. The drugs,
clubs, alcohol, and women just sent him further into an angry
state of depression. The lures of the world, the passions of the
flesh and the deceits of the devil were unable to fulfill their

promises of abetter life.
He could no longer face
his family.

At age 26 he found
himself standing in
front of a judge facing
anarray of charges in-
cluding intent to sell
cocaine. He was caught

If found guilty
he would have been
facing a maximum 20
yearsin federal prison.

Randall’s attorney
had heard of the pow-
erful ministry of Teen
Challenge, but he had
never met anyone who
had gone through this
Christ centered minis-
try. The District Attor-
ney wanted to provide
Randall with the op-
portunity to complete
the program. So
Randall was given the
opportunity to go to
Teen Challenge of the
Rocky Mountains with
the understanding that
he must complete the
program and then re-
turn to court.

While in jail Randall
accepted Christ as his
personal Savior and

preceding sentence. “Isn’t this Isaac
Newton’s indisputable law of gravity?
Who are you to question this? You
must be...well, kidding, I hope!”

We are not questioning Mr.
Newton’s law. As the title says, this
subject is one of “divine gravity”. This
concept does not depend on earthly
laws of physics. It depends upon our
spiritual attitude.

Situations and events in our
earthly experience do not have to
determine whether we are feeling
“up” or “down”. Of course, as
humans, we have normal reactions of
happiness and sadness, but when we
have faith in God’s wisdom and the
accomplishment of His will in our
lives, our spirits continue to soar, not
bound by earthly events.

We read in the first lines of Psalm
121... “T will lift up mine eyes unto the
hills, from whence my help
comes...from God who made the
heavens and the earth.” Won’t you
offer up your soul to God’s divine
power in worship this week? Your
spirit will soar when you give your
heart to your Heavenly Father...and
all of earth’s concerns will not get

Christ as my Savior
and Lord. Teen Chal-
lenge allowed the dis-
cipleship to take place
in my life.”

The judge asked
him about his addic-
tion. Randall told her
thatin Teen Challenge
the problemis viewed
as a sin problem
rather than a disease
and holds the indi-
vidual accountable.
The judge reduced all
the charges and im-
1 posed a sentence of
"l 11 months and 29
days of unsupervised
probation.
