in this country, continues to go
through rapid change. We have
become so efficient in production
that we can produce huge quanti-
ties of product with only a fraction
of the labor it once took. However,
the labor needed to process, ship
and market these huge quantities
of products has grown tremen-
dously. This may surprise you but
agriculture is still our nation’s
leading employer with more than
22 million people working in some
phase of the food and fiber chain.

“The FFA has recognized these
