1. Aimfor three or more meals
aweek.

Childrenandteenagers, whoeat
with their family three times or
more aweek, do better in school.
If you do not eat together now or
not as you'd like, look at your
schedules to see if family meals
can replace other activities. Start
withjust onemeal aweek and add
more later. Children value meals
withtheir family. Familiesusually
enjoy eatingtogether after they try
it.

2.Makefamily mealsapriority.

Adults can make family meals
a priority and expect children,
teenagers and other adults to eat
together. They may complain at
first, butif meal sarepleasant, chil-
dren and teenagers will begin to
valuethetimetogether.

3. Keep a sense of humor and
laugh alot.

It's not “what” but “how” you
feed your family that counts.
Simplefoodsservedwithloveand
laughter will outshine gourmet
food.

4, Cook it quick but eat it slow.

Though you may hurry when
preparation, allow time to enjoy
themeal and talk with each other.

5. Work toward happy, relaxing
conversationsat meals.

—childrenaswell asadults. Save
argumentsfor later. Herearesome
conversation starters:

* Describe something new you
learned today.

* Shareapositivethingthat hap-
pened today.

If you can't ig-
nore aringing phone, unplug it,
turn off theringer, use an answer-
ing machine or voice mail, or tell
peopleyouwill call back after din-
ner. If you need to answer calls
immediately, such as those from
anill parent, get caller I.D.

9. Turnthetelevision off.

Encourage family members to
starintheirownlivesandrelateto
eachother rather thananimageon

thetelevisionscreen. If thereisan
absol utely must see show that oc-
cursduring dinnertime, tapeit.

10. Respect each individual’s
right to decide how much to eat.

Serious family conflicts can
occur when children areforced tc
eat. Forcing children to eat fooc
they don’tlikemakesthemdidlike
thefood orlearntoignorefeelings
of hunger and satiety.

A parent’sroleistooffer achilc
safe, healthful food. Offer foodon
aregular schedule (every twa
hours for young children). A
child’sroleisto decideto eat the
food or not and how much to eat.
If achild doesnot eat thefoodine
reasonable amount of time, take
thefood away.
