In Kansas, there are rules and
regulationsfor thesaleof foodsin
farmer’s markets. Hereare afew
you should consider before start-
ing afarmer’s market or taking
some of your productsto one:

e Frozenmeat isallowed only if
processedinstateor federal facili-
tiesand kept frozen.

* Fresh meat, meat products,
poultry and fish are prohibited.

*Eggsmust bekept refrigerated.
Producers must register with the
Kansas Department of Agricul-
ture.

*Homemadejamsandjelliesare
allowed. All other home-canned
foodsare prohibited.

* Foods not deemed potentially
hazardous are allowed. Thesein-
clude baked goods like cookies,
breads, fruit pies, cakesand cinna-
mon rolls. Other foods include
fruits, vegetabl es, nutsand honey.

« Packaged foodsmust be prop-
erly labeled with the name of the
