Going
intoameet likethat, youknowthe
performancesare going to suffer
but the effort should never
change.

“Hopefully, wewill begetting
someof our injured athletesback
thisweek but we may lose some
others to one condition or an-
other.

“Logan Keiswetter has a
strained calf that kept him out of
the 3,200-meter run. We' Il haveto
wait and see if Logan and a few
others will be available for our
next meet. Some warm weather
would help agreat deal .”

Phillipsburg won the boys
championship with 213.5 points,
followed by Smith Center with
112andNortonwith111. Victoria
placed fourth with 58 points, fol-
lowed by Russell, 28.5; Plainville,

Sophomore Kent Mann had a
great day in the distance races,
capturing two gold medals. His
most prestigious win was in the
1,600-meter run, which has been
named"“ TheJohnMasonMil€e’ in
honor of world class runner John
Mason, who ran for Phillipsburg
High School and Fort Hays State
University.

Each year, the winner of this
racereceivesalargetravelingtro-
phy on which his name will be
engraved. Thetrophy will remain
at Norton Community High
School until next year’srace.

Mannwontheracein5Sminutes,
7.6 seconds and also won the
3,200-meter runin 11:27.8.

“Kent had a great meet, show-
ing great courage and determina-
tion in battling the elements and
posting two great times,” said
Coach Graber.

“He ran within two seconds of
his best in something less than
ideal conditionstowinthespecial
1,600-meter race named for John
Mason.”

Freshman Jared Cox was
Norton’sother gold medal winner.
Hefinished first inthe 110-meter
high hurdlesin 15.86. Cox just
edged Hoffman of Victoriatowin
the race. Hoffman was timed in
15.98.

Cox placed second behind
Hoffman in the 300-meter inter-
mediatehurdles. Cox wastimedin
45.44 and Hoffmanwasclockedin
43.05.

“ Jared had another great perfor-
manceas he continued to shinein
both hurdles races,” said Coach
Graber.

“Beating Hoffman put himright
in the mix for the Mid-Continent
League title in the 110-meter
hurdles.

“Jared is running with great
techniqueand hejust lovestocom-
pete.”

Sophomore Nathan Broeckel -
man scored pointsinboththe300-
meter hurdles and pole vault. He
finished third in the 300-meter
hurdlesin 46.6 and fourth in the
pole vault with a personal record
of 11 feet.

“Nathanimproved hispersonal
record in the pole vault from 9-6
to 11-0,” said Coach Graber. “It
isn'toftenthat youseeanimprove-
ment likethat in oneweek.”

Junior LanceRoeplaced second
inthepolevault by clearing 12-6.

“Lancecameback from aweek
onthedisabledlist tovault well,”
said Coach Graber.

Junior Heath Vincent continued
to score well in both the shot put
anddiscus. Heplacedthirdinboth
events with a personal record of
44-9in the shot and 123-1 in the
discus.

“Heathmadethetransitionfrom
spinning with the shot to gliding
anditreallyimproved hispersonal
record in that event,” said Coach
Graber.

Sophomore Blake VanEaton
scored points for Norton in four
events. He placed second in the
400-meter dash in 56.25, sixthin
the 200-meter dash in 24.6, an-
chored the 4x800-meter relay
team which placed second in
9:36.5 and anchored the 4x400-
meter relay teamwhichfinishedin
third place with a clocking of
3:58.6.
