William Robert Wynne, 85,
Alma, formerly of the Almena
area, died Wednesday at the Good
Samaritan Hospital in Kearney,
Neb.

Mr. Wynne was born Oct. 24,
1919, the son of William Henry
and Retta Belle (Colby) Wynne at
Almena.
