Wheat crops may suffer
from freezing temperatures

Asl writethisFriday afternoon,
freezingtemperaturesintothelow
20s are predicted for the area.

If weget temperaturesthat low,
wheat likely will suffer. Injury to
jointing wheat can be expected
when air temperature dipsto 24
degreesfor acoupleof hours.

Aswheat continuestogrow and
move into the boot stage, it loses
cold tolerance. Freeze injury can
then be observedinthe boot stage
when temperatures reach 28 de-
greesfor acouple of hours. Most
wheat across the area is some-
where between jointing and boot,
soinjury will vary.

Another damage factor relates
tothestand of thecrop. If thecrop
has athick canopy, it will be able
to hold in heat radiating from the
soil, providing some protection.
However, if thereisalot of wind,
itwill carry the heat away.

Freezeinjury at the jointing or
boot stage can be moderateto se-
vere. Symptomscaninclude split
stalks that weaken the plant asit
continues to grow, which may
causethewheat tolay over easily
inawindstorm.

Other injury may be more se-
vere, and the growing point died.
The growing point isgreenin a
healthy wheat plant. Freezedam-
age will cause it to turn brown.
Farmers can check for this by
splitting astalk and checking the
color.

Also, the wheat will not con-
tinue to grow or newly emerging
leaves will be brown instead of
green. To view injury symptoms
and more details on freeze-dam-
aged wheat, see the publication
“Spring Wheat Freeze Injury to
KansasWheat.”

Most of the corn plantedisstill
intheground, withthesoil provid-
ing an insulating barrier, and
unemerged corn should be fine.
Leaves will be frozen on any
emerged corn. If temperaturesin-
crease, dead leaf material will fall
away from the plant and the corn
will befine. If temperatures re-
main cool, though, there is a
chancepathogensfeeding ondead
leaf material could infect green
leaves and continue down to the
growing point of the corn below
the soil surface.

Allinall, afreeze could havea
devastating effect on wheat, little
or nodamageto corn. Depending
on the extent of the freeze, man-
agement options for the injured
wheat will be featured in next
week’sarticle.
