That old saying, “Eat your veg-
etables and fruits,” is still good
advice.

Nutrition and health research
indicate eating fruits and veg-
etables can help lower blood pres-
sure and reduce risk from illness.

These include pulmonary and
other diseases such as diabetes and
macular degeneration, the leading
cause of blindness in older adults,
as well as some cancers. Plant
foods are thought to reduce wrin-
kling of the skin as well.

Adding health-promoting fruit
and vegetable servings each day
need not be difficult.

My office offers an update on
recommended servings for opti-
mum health, serving sizes, and ref-
erence lists of health-promoting
fruits and vegetables and
phytochemicals.

Try answering these true-or-
false statements:

• Oranges and some yellow veg-
etables — yellow peppers and
corn, for example — contain high
amounts of the pigment lutein,

which helps maintain vision.
• The green pigment chlorophyll

masks the orange-yellow caro-
tenoid pigments in some green
foods. Many green vegetables
contain lutein and zeaxanthin that
can help protect against vision
loss.

• Folic acid, a B vitamin found
in dark green, leafy vegetables,
helps prevent birth defects and re-
duces risk of heart disease.
