The 43 Norton Community High

Flames consume vehicle
A fire Saturday left a vehicle com-

pletely ruined, but no one was injured.
Fire Chief Mitch Jones said 11 men and

two units from the Norton City Fire De-
partment were paged at 5:49 p.m. Satur-
day when a car caught fire.

When firemen arrived 512 W. Lincoln,
Chief Jones said the engine compartment
and the interior of the 1984 Pontiac
Tarisienne, which belonged to David

King, were completely engulfed in
flames.

He said they had the fire under control
in about 10 minutes and were at the scene
for around 30 minutes.

He said the cause of the fire is so far
undetermined, but that it started in the
engine compartment and then spread to
the interior.

The vehicle was a total loss, he said.

The Norton City Fire Department ex-
tinguished a fire in a home occupied by a
mother and five children Wednesday.

Fire Chief Mitch Jones said 14 men and
three units responded to a fire at 206 N.
Norton Street at 7:10 a.m.

The building is owned by John Hanlon,
but is being rented by Michele Gallegos.
She and five children, three of which are
hers, were in the home when the fire
started.

He said he thought the other two are her
sister’s children.

He didn’t know how old the children
were.

Chief Jones said the fire started in the
basement/cellar area where a cigarette
caught a mattress on fire. He said Ms.

Gallegos discovered the fire, woke up the
children and put them in a car, which is
where they were when the fire department
arrived at the scene.

The damage, he said, was minimal, and
was mainly confined to the mattress and
box springs.

There was also very light smoke dam-
age.

Ms. Gallegos was taken to the hospital
to be checked for smoke inhalation, he
said. The children were checked at the
scene and appeared to be fine.

“I think they were more scared than
anything,” he said.

The fire department was at the scene for
about an hour, Chief Jones said.
