County hopes to open
new landfill by July 1

The Norton County Commissioners
hope to be using the new county landfill
by July 1 but there are lots of odds and
endsto take care of over the next month.

On Monday, they visited with Solid
Waste Supervisor Curt Archibald to go
over details.

Mr. Archibald said hehastalkedto Pat
CoxwithB& G Consultants, thecounty’ s
engineering firm, about where to dump
trash from.

Theengineershad set upfor thecounty
to dump from the top of the pit but Mr.
Archibaldandthecommissionersfeltthat
would causetoo much blowing of trash.

They felt thetrucks should use aroad
into the bottom of the pit and dump from
there.

Mr. Archibald said thereisnorulethat
says the county has to dump from any
specia placeinto the pit.

Aftertrashisdumpedeachday it needs
to be covered and the county is planning
on using a paper-based cover instead of
the six-inches of dirt the state recom-
mends. The state has okayed the change
but still wantsthe county to cover the pit
with six inches of dirt once aweek.

Thecommissionersareunhappy about
this requirement and feel that once a
month would be enough for fire protec-
tionsincethepaper-basedaternatecover
istreated to befireretardant.

However, Mr. Archibaldsaidhedidn’t
think the Kansas Department of Health
and Environment, whichisoverseeingthe
project, would back off the six inches of
dirt once aweek.

Commissioner John Miller said he
thinksthecounty needstotalk tothestate
about the weekly covering.
