Its getting hot outside and at least two

county offices are looking to cool things
off.

County Health Director Gina Frack
said one of the health department’s air
conditioners quit . She said two of the
three air conditioners are new and it was
the old one that broke.

Mrs. Frack brought two bids to the
Norton County commissioners, during a
meeting right after Memorial Day, for a
new unit. The first was from Norton Sheet
Metal for $2,364 and the second was from
Garrett Plumbing, Heating and Electric
for $2,795.50.

The commissioners said that Norton
Sheet Metal’s bid was for a one- and a
half-ton unit, while Garrett’s was for a
two-ton unit.

Commissioner Leroy Lang asked her to
get a another bid from Norton Sheet Metal
so they would be comparable.

Assistant Ambulance Director Ruth
Schillig also brought in bids for an air
conditioner from Garrett’s and Norton
Sheet Metal for a five-ton unit. Garrett’s
bid was for $5,556.50 for a 12 SEER unit,
while Norton Sheet Metal’s bid was for
$2,195 for a 10 SEER unit.

Ms. Schillig said she had been keeping
a thermostat in the ambulances as re-
quested and found that it was hotter there
than in the building. She said she spoke
to the service’s drug supplier, who told her
the drugs should not be refrigerated be-
cause it affects their usefulness.

Commissioner John Miller said even if
they can get a new ambulance building,
the county will still need this one to be
temperature controlled because the new
voting machines will be stored there.

He did ask the difference between 12
SEER and 10 SEER units and if a five-ton
unit would be sufficient to cool the build-
ing. Mrs. Schillig said she would check.

Bud Posson, owner of Norton Sheet
Metal, was able to answer the questions.

All that’s needed for Eisenhower El-

The new Norton County landfill will be

opened as soon as the new road into the
pit is finished and the paperwork is com-
pleted.

Representatives of the Kansas Depart-
ment of Health and Environment were out
last week to inspect the facility and they
told county commissioners that the site
looked good.

However, the road into the bottom of
the pit is still being finished. The pit was
originally designed by the engineers to
have trucks dump from the top but the
commissioners and Solid Waste Supervi-
sor Curt Archibald said  they thought that
would allow too much trash to blow away.
To combat the blowing problem the
trucks will dump at the bottom of the pit.

Mr. Archibald told the commissioners
at their meeting on Monday that asphalt
millings are being put on the road to keep
it from getting too muddy.

He also told the commissioners that
GeoCore, the company which tests moni-
toring wells for contaminates at the land-
fill, wants a new contract because the
county has added three new wells to com-
ply with state requirements. That brings
the county up to nine monitoring wells at
the new dump site.

GeoCore is asking for $5,300 plus
$1,000 in extra costs each time it tests the
wells. The company has been testing the
county’s wells for $3,900 plus extras each
six months.

The commissioners asked that Mr.
Archibald look to see if there is anyone
else doing testing on wells.

In other business, the commissioners:

than the 10, which is standard.
“The easiest way to explain it is

if you have a 6-SEER unit and a
12-SEER unit, the 12 SEER uses
exactly half of the energy it takes
to run the 6 SEER,” he said. “Usu-
ally, in the end, it’s worth it.”

The bid for a 12-SEER unit for
the ambulance barn, he said, is
$500 more at $2,695.

The Emergency Medical

Service personnel are working
to get most of the surveys back
that they need to apply for a
Community Block Grant to get
a new ambulance barn or reno-
vate the old one.

A community needs to prove
that it has a high percentage of
low income families, as defined
by federal guideline, to apply
for the grants.

The City of Norton and the
county ambulance service have
gone together to get the surveys
out  more than 2,000 in the com-
munity in hopes of being able to
apply for grants.

Ambulance Director Andy
Nielsen told the county com-
missioners on Monday that
they have sent all of the surveys
out and have gotten about 1,000
of them back. However, the

state requires 80 percent so they
need to get another 850 back.
However, Mr. Nielsen said he
wants to get 1,000 more surveys,
or about 90 percent.

“I know we need 80 percent but
I would like to have 90 percent just
in case,” he said. “I know it will
fluctuate a little bit.”

Mr. Nielsen said they are getting
more surveys every day. How-
ever, he said, after June 15 he is
planning to get his people to go
door-to-door with extra surveys to
get the needed number. People
who need surveys before then can
call the ambulance building and
someone will get them one.

He said he hopes to have the sur-
veying done by July 1 so the next
step in the application process can
go forward.

After getting the survey back he
said they have to be separated into
categories including the disabled,

Hispanic, African-American
and multi-family dwellings.

Mr. Nielsen said he doesn’t
know why the state requires the
separation, it just does.

In other business, the com-
missioners:

• Were told by Mr. Nielsen
that he was to hold a public
meeting in Lenora on Monday
to see if there is any interest in
starting an emergency medical
technician or first responder
class there.

• Found out that the ambu-
lance barn was broken into over
the weekend and a small
amount of money taken. Mr.
Nielsen said he had the lock re-
placed and the security tight-
ened. He said the staff did in-
ventory and nothing but the
cash was taken.
