Pour salt evenly over, then mix together ink and ammoniaand
drizzle over bricks slowly so asnot to disarrange the salt.

Add abit of water daily, pouring on gently so you don’t dis-
turb the growing flowers. Set in sunshine and check every day
—itwill begintoflower almost at onceandwill continuetogrow
