Food cost
to go up
at schools

Norton increases
lunch by 10 cents,
breakfast, 5 cents

Thepriceof mealsisontherisebut text-
book rental will stay the same in the
Norton School District next year.

Superintendent Greg Mann said at
Monday’ s school board meeting that the
district had budgeted morethisyear, but
the cost of food continues to go up. To
cover that, hesaid herecommendedrais-
ing the meal prices.

Hesaid Nortonisstill lower than state
andlocal averageson coststo studentsfor
meals. Evenwiththeincrease, thedistrict
will still be below the averages.

Mr. Mann said he recommended a 5
centincreasefor breakfastsand a10 cent
increasefor lunches.

Healsosaidthedistrict shouldincrease
the price of ahalf pint of milk from 15
centsto 20 cents.

He said this would be for milk that i<
bought separately frommeal s, rather than
themilk that is served with the meals.

He said last year, the district sold an
extral,836 half pintsof milk, whichisn’t
alot. Hesaid theincreasein pricewould
getthedistrictwithin$10of theactual cost
of themilk.

Mr. Mann said the increases in meal
prices should generate an additional
$10,000.

The new meal priceswill be:

* Lunch — kindergarten-third grade,
$1.40; fourth-sixth, $1.50; and seventh-
12th, $1.70;

* Breakfast — kindergarten-sixth, 80
cents; and seventh-12th, 95 cents.

The board set the price of adult meals
tobeat least equal to the reimbursement
rate.

Mr. Mann said he recommended that
thedistrict leavethetext-book rental fees
and mileage reimbursement where they
are.

Hesaidasurvey will bedoneduringthe
school year to seehow Norton compared
to other areaschoolson rental fees.

Themileagereimbursement rateislow
at 26 cents, hesaid, but thedistrict eaves
it that way to encouragetheuse of school
transportation.
