County pioneer Roeder family
met Sunday, June 13, at the
Almena Community Center for a
potluck andreminiscing. ltemson
display included akerosenelamp,
said to have comewith thefamily
from Germany in 1867; a quilt
pieced and quilted by Frieda
Roeder and her daughter Emma
between 1890-1900; and photos
and scrapbooks.

Frederick F. Roeder, hiswife
Christina, and their three sons,
William (with wife Augusta, and
three children), August and
Herman homesteaded in Section
11, Grant Township, Norton
County. Family history says the
families spent the first winter in
Stuttgart, while readying the
homesteads.

Confirming evidence includes
the December 1879 burial of
Henry, the young son of William
and Augusta, in the Emmanual
Lutheran Church Cemetery near
Stuttgart.

Sometimeafter 1880, they were
joined by Wilhelmina (Roeder)
Birkholz, her husband, John, and
their four children. In addition to
the homesteads, the Roeder boys
alsofiledtimber claimsin Section
10, Grant Township. Some of the
land remainsin the family today.

Oddities of twister tale
are still hard to believe

The afternoon of June 26 was
threatening, with dark thunder-
headsrollinginfromthenorthand
looming overhead for hours.

Thunder rumbled and little
flashesof lightninglitthewestern
horizon asthe sky boiled and per-
colated all afternoon.

Dad stood ontheback porchand
watched anxiously, muttering
about hall.

Mamarecruited meand weran
tothegardento pick anything that
wasripe.

Our supper, eateninthedarken-
ing kitchen, was interrupted re-
peatedly by ever escalating fire-
works in the northwest as the
stormmumbled and moved closer.

Sound asleep by 10 p.m. in the
innocent assumption that what-
ever happened, Mama and Dad
would take care of it, | awoke,
startled and confused to find my-
self being dragged down thebase-
ment stairs.

Atleastwewerewherethestairs
had been. Now therewasatreach-
erous slope of plaster chunks,
glassand clothespinssoakedwith
pouringrainand hail stoneswhich
had come through. Well, where
wasthat roof that had alwaysbeen
there?Realization hit methat this
filthy, muddy, naked woman who
clutched me fiercely was my
mother.

Inlatertelling, my parentsfilled
meinonthetwo hours| had slept.
They watched until midnight, pac-
ing and fretting. Finally deciding
to retire they were just getting
settled when a noise, Mama de-
scribed asthat of afreighttrain, as
tornadoesareoften characterized,
thundered through the house.

My dadsaid, “ There'sour hail,”
and started to get out of bed onthe
wall side. Atthat moment thebrick
chimney collapsed directly onto
the bed where the two had been
lying just momentsbefore, effec-
tively pinning himboth under and
behind theiron bedstead and into

acorner.

Mamaremembersonly beingin
my bedroom, dragging me out
from under atimber, and hauling
my unconsciousbody tothebase-
ment. Shesaiditwasthefirsttime
shetruly understood maternal in-
stinct.

She and | were downstairs
shrieking for Dad; he was strug-
gling to escape from under the
collapsed bed and yelling for us.
Our criesweredrowned by swirl-
ingwind, pounding hail and buck-
etsof rain, plusthe crash of walls
coming down.

Dadfinally madeit to the base-
ment and to both hisand our sur-
prise, he was fully dressed in his
work clothes with socks and his
highbootslacedandtied, although
his customary necktie was miss-
ing. Heevenhad abandannainhis
pocket.

Where did he get his clothes?
We found later that every stitch
fromtheir closet wasmissing and
he could never account for his
well-dressed condition.

Water began to rise perilously
near the gas hookups for the wa-
ter heater.

Outside the howls of the wind
were dying down so Dad decided
we' dbetter get out of thebasement
whilewe could. | still had my pa-
jamasandfound someoldshoesto
wear.

Dad, in hisfully dressed state,
looked at Mama, one of the
world’smost modest women, and
laughed even under the circum-
stances.

“Edith, perhaps we could find
something down here for you to
wear?’

You truly should have seen her
facewhen sherealized her night-
gown hadblownaway and shewas
completely uncovered.

We made our way, robed in
whatever we could find, to &
neighbor’shomeabout two bl ocks
east and south, anewer homethat
had not been hit and wasthe only
homefor blocksaroundthat had e
roof.

Other bewildered and be-
draggled neighbors began tc
straggle in and | remember the
owners grudgingly allowed our
motley crew toshelter inthebase-
ment but no one was allowed up-
stairs. Nooneknew wheretogoor
what to do as we compared notes
and tried to account for everyone
without much success.

Morning was along time com-
ing.

The stories of the tornado that
took the northwest corner of
WakK eeney in 1952, could con-
tinuefor pagesand pages. Suffice
to say we learned who were our
true friends, as always happens
with atragedy.

Weall survivedandlivedtotell
the tale. Only six people died in
that storm although many were
seriously injured and many
homes, as ours, were compl etely
demolished.

The trees in WaK eeney have
never looked the same and many
houses that were not hit directly
suffered cracked plaster and ¢
dlighttwist ontheir foundationsas
well aslosing outbuildings.

Welost it all — house, posses-
sionsand our innocent faithinthe
inherent rightness of things.

We regained our faith eventu-
ally andwelearnedtolaugh about
our misfortune.

For many yearswhenDad asked
Mama where something was,
she' dsay, “Well, Arthur, | believe
that isgonewith thewind.”
