Norton City Sewer Ordinance
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ORDINANCE NO. 1545
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING
CHAPTER 15, ARTICLE 4, SECTION
15-428 OF THE CODE OF THE CITY
OF NORTON, KANSAS, RELATING
TO SEWER USAGE CHARGES

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE
GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF
NORTON, KANSAS, THAT:

Section 1. Chapter 15, Article 4, of the
Norton City Code is hereby amended
by the repeal of Section 15-428, relating
to sewer rates and by substituting
therefore a new Section 15-428, relating
to the same subject, which new section
shall read as follows:

Section 15-428. SEWER SERVICE
CHARGES. (a) For all contributors,
including but not limited to residential
commercial or industrial establishments,
governmental, multiple-family dwellings,
and mobile home parks, sewer usage
charges shall be based on water usage
recorded during the months of
December, January, February, March
and April which shall be the "winter
average water usage". The winter
average water usage thus established
each April will be charged starting with
the May 1st billing and shall remain in
effect for the succeeding twelve (12)
months. The monthly sewer service
charges to be assessed to all premises
connected to the sanitary sewer system
of the city are as follows:

1. Inside the City:

a. Minimum Service Charge for usage
not in excess of 200 cubic feet per
month - $13.25 per month.

b. User Charge - $1.5 3 per each
additional 100 cubic feet per month

2. Outside the City:

a. Minimum Service Charge for usage

not in excess of 200 cubic feet per
month - $26.50 per month.

b. User Charge - $ 1.5 3 per each
additional 100 cubic feet per month.

(b) If a user (contributor) has not
established a "winter average water
usage" it will be estimated until a winter
base is obtained. If any contributor, other
than a residential contributor, has a
consumptive use of water or in some
other manner uses water which 25% or
more of the water does not enter the
wastewater collection system, the sewer
user charge for that contributor may be
based on a wastewater meter(s) or
separate water meter(s) installed and
maintained at the contributor's expense
and in a manner acceptable to the City.
A user who is not receiving water from
the Norton Water System shall be
charged a monthly service charge for
the amount of water used measured by
meter on the rural system, by hour meter
on pump. usage with capacity known or
by mutual agreement with the Public
Works Supervisor.

(c) Apartment complexes, mobile
home courts or other establishments
with a single water meter serving
multiple units will be charged not less
than the minimum sewer charge for
each unit.

Section 2. Ordinance No. 1454 is
hereby repealed in its entirety.

Section 3. This Ordinance shall be in
full force and effect from and after its
publication in the official City newspaper,
and will be applied to all sewer usage
on and after July 1, 2005.

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ORDINANCE NO. 1546
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE
WATER RATES OF THE CITY OF
NORTON, KANSAS

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT
ORDAINED by the Governing Body of
the City of Norton, Kansas:

Section 1. That Section 2, 3 and 4 of
Ordinance 1319 and Section 15-213,
15-214 and 15-215 of the Code of the
City of Norton are hereby repealed.

Section 2. Sections 15-213, 15-214
and 15-215 of the Code of the City of
Norton shall read as follows:

15-213. RATES. The consumers
within the corporate city limits shall pay
monthly charges and rates for water
furnished by the City, by water meter
measurements, to the City Clerk's office
as follows:

For all meters less than two inches in
size, a minimum charge of $16.82 per
month for use of up to 200 cubic feet of
water per month, and an additional
charge of One Dollar and sixty-two cents
($1.62) per hundred cubic feet of water
used in excess of 200 cubic feet per
month. For meters which are two and
three inches in size, a minimum charge
of $20.00 per month for use of up to 200
cubic feet of water per month, and an
additional charge of One Dollar and

sixty-two cents ($1.62) per hundred
cubic feet of water used in excess of
200 cubic feet per month.

15-214. SAME; OUTSIDE THE CITY.
That there is hereby established a
minimum monthly charge for water
services to customers receiving water
service at locations outside the
corporate city limits of the City as
follows, to wit:

A minimum charge of $25.73 per
month for use of up to 200 cubic feet
of water per month, and an additional
charge of One dollar and sixty-two
cents ($1.62) per 100 cubic feet of
water used in excess of 200 cubic feet
per month.

15-215. BULK RATE FOR WATER.
Consumers hauling water in bulk
containers shall pay at a rate of $11.21
per 1,000 gallons.

Section 5. This Ordinance shall
become effective with respect to water
services from and after the regular
monthly meter readings on July 1, 2005,
which are reflected on the utility bills
received on and after September 1,
2005.
