Mr. Archibald said that he has also
talked to Pat Cox with BG about asmall
roadfor thetrack |oader to usebecauseits
cleatswouldtear uptheregular road used
by trash trucks.

“They saidthey wouldwork onthat and
figure out what can be done,” Mr.
Archibald told the commissioners.

A crew from BG should be out this
week to finish up the quality assurance
report for thestate, hesaid.

FIreworks can be

With the Fourth of July amost here,
peoplecanexpect toseefireworksfor sale
inthe near future.

In both the city and county, fireworks
can be both sold and shot off from Mon-
day until July 5. Thisisthe only time of
year they canbelegally sold or shot off in
the county.

City Administrator Rob Lawson said
city ordinance lets people shoot off fire-
works from 8 am. to 11 p.m every day
except July 4, when they can be shot off
until La.m.

All class C fireworks, which can be
bought at stands around town, arelegal,
except bottle rockets, which areillegal
statewide. It'sasoillegal to shoot fire-
workson or under avehicle, on any pub-
licroadway, within50feet of afireworks
stand or wherefireworks are stored, and

shot off Monday

within 50feet of gasstationsor any place
whereliquid gasor propane are stored.

The state Fire Marshall’ s office said
some tips to remember when shooting
fireworksare:

* Alwaysread andfollow|abel instruc-
tions.

 Always buy high qualify fireworks
fromareliable, legitimate source.

* Don’tdrink a cohol and shoot off fire-
works, instead have a “designated
shooter”.

* Never give fireworks to small chil-
dren.

» Adults should supervise the use of
fireworkshby older children.

* Never ignite fireworks indoors and
make sure your outdoor areais safe for
firework use.

$20,000 onitssoil conservation district.

Norton, they said, spends $18,000 &
year, $9,000 from the county and $9,000
fromthe state. Nearby Gove County and
Pawnee County in the south central part
of the state each spend $18,000 and Elk
County, whichismostly grasslandinthe
west central area, spends $14,000.

Decatur County spends $20,000;
Phillips County, $24,000; and Graham
County, $30,5000ntheir programs. Some
counties, including Graham, have a spe-
cia mill levy.

Theconservation district ishoping the
county will provide$11,000andthestate,
$10,000, next year.

Expenditures are expected to be up ¢
littleaswagesstay thesamebut insurance
and retirement costs go from $4,600 to
$5,500 ayear.

The district expects to have about
$1,400 less at the beginning of next year
in cash on hand thanit had thisyear.

“Unless they (the legislature)
come up with a new revenue
source they could come back and
start jerking what little money we
haveleft that the state’ sbeen giv-
ing us,” he said. “It could wreck
our whole budget process.”

The county has lost demand
transfer money, which the state

./

used to send back from taxes, he
said.

“All the taxes collected in the
county gotothestateanditissup-
posed to give a percentage back
but they’ ve stopped sending that
back tous,” Mr. Miller said.

“We've lost $189,000 in rev-
enue the state has not sent to us.
That's $3.5 million for the state
from the counties.

“That’ swhy we putinthe sales
tax.”

The county still gets some
money from the state in city-
county revenuesharing and motor
carrierfuel tax butitispossiblethe
state could cut those out a'so, he
said.

“If they take any of those, we
will bein aholeand not only will
we be in ahole but every other
county out herewill beinahole,”
Mr. Miller said.

“They took themoney fromhere
andusedittobalancethestatebud-
get and we're on our own.”

Commissioner Leroy Lang
noted that the school districts set
their own tax budgets and al -
thoughitispaidtothecounty isall
goes back to the schools.

“Theschoolsaren’t goingtoget
hurtinthisdeal,” Mr. Miller said.
