The weekend activities will center
around thecarp contest, astwo-manteams
of “archers” or “fishermen” attempt to
bring in the legendary “Western Kansas
Golden Trout:.

A total of 332 carp were caught at last
year' sderby. The derby attracted 27 two-
person teamsfrom across Kansas.

Theteamof Rex and Phil Buford, Colby,
won the championship by bringing in 49
carp for the two days and earning the first
place $150 cash prize.

Thesecond placecash purseof $100went
to Curtis Glenn, Norton, and J.D.
Sanderson, Norton, for bringingin40carp.

Theteam of Deannaand Danny Carmen
placed thirdwith 32 carp and received $75
for their efforts.

Derby rules

Thewinnerswill bedetermined by count-
ing the number of fish per team. Onelarg-
est fish per teamwill beweighed each day.
The combined weight of the big fish on
Saturday and Sunday will be used for tie
breskers.

Prize money

Prize money isbeing offered to the suc-
cessful teams in the derby. The top 15
placeswill receive money.

Fishermenwill be competing for a$150
first placeprize.

each morning of the two-day event. A
weigh-inwill beheldat 6 p.m. on Saturday

Many other prizes donated by
supporting area businesses will be drawn
after weigh-in both days.

Tickets
must be purchased prior to going through
thefood line.
