In-
stead, the Bibleis

better executive,
etc. The mes-
sages are seduc-
tive because they
are couched in
Biblical terms
and may even be
loosely Biblical.
But ultimately
they lead people
to trust in them-
selves and their
ability to make
themselves bet-
ter.

Not everyone
who says to me,
Lord, Lord, will
enter the king-
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Judgment Day, everyone will
come before the throne of
Christ. Many will claim they did
wonderful things in the name of
Jesus, but find that what they
really did was steer others away
from Christ and His righteous-
ness. Jesus will say to them, “I
