Wildlife and parks has
plan to protect resources

Wildlife and its habitats are an important
component of quality of life for Kansans.
KDWP istasked with managing, enhancing
and protecting these natural resources.

For many years, KDWP has utilized PR
(Pitman-Robertson Act) and DJ (Dingell-
Johnsonand Wallop-Breaux Acts) funds, de-
rived from taxes on hunting ammunition and
firearms, and fishing tackle, and boating and
angling gear to managethose speciesthat are
hunted or fished, andtoprovidefor recreation
access and educational programs. Funds
availablethroughthe Endangered SpeciesAct
have been used for federally listed species,
such as the bald eagle and black-footed fer-
ret.

Most of Kansas' wildlifefall betweenthese
categories, andwerethereforenot eligiblefor
funding. Many of these specieshavedeclined
dramatically over thepast 50yearsduetolarge
scale changesin available habitat, and arein
need of study and a concerted effort to keep
them from becoming rare or endangered.

In2001, theWildlifeConservationand Res-
toration Program (WCRP) was passed by
Congress, in part because of thewide-spread

support that had been shown for the failed
Conservation and Reinvestment Act
(CARA), led by the Teaming with Wildlife
Codlitionandthelnternational Associationof
Fish and Wildlife Agencies (IAFWA). (see
www.teaming.com ) In 2002, similar funds
weremade availablethrough the State Wil d-
lifeGrantsProgram. Fundsfromthisprogram
can be used for al wildlife, and will enable
KDWPtofundnecessary studiesand projects,
to keep rare species from becoming endan-
gered, and tokeep common speciescommon.
WCRP and State Wildlife Grant appropria-
tions have been made available for Federal
Fiscal years 2001-2004. This year, Kansas
allotment is$905,720.

Asarequirement tobeeligiblefor thispro-
gram, Congress charged each state and terri-
tory withdevel oping aStatewide Comprehen-
siveWildlife Conservation Plan (CWCP) by
Oct. 1,2005. Theseplansareto address8 spe-
cificelements.

Publicparticipationwill play alargerolein
the formulation of this plan. KWDP invites
any input, questions and comments that you
haveon Wildlife Conservation.

Tips can help peopleto

Safe Cover: Take cover in ametal-topped
vehicleifit’ snot possibletogoinsideabuild-
ing. Don’ttouchany metal partsof thevehicle
during alightning storm.

Unsafe Cover: Avoid open sheds, tents,
open boats, convertibles, temporary shelters;
openareaslikegolf courses, athleticfieldsand
tennis courts; lakes, swimming pools, sea-
shores; isol ated trees; highground; openwin-
dows or rooftops; places near wire fences,
clotheslines, overhead wires, or railroad
tracks.

avold lightning strikes

 Avoid using electrical appliances, tele-
phones(exceptinemergencies), or plumbing
fixtures such as showerheads or faucets dur-
ing astorm.

* Stay under cover until the danger passes.
Lightning can strike even if there’sno rain.
Remember, if you hear thunder, youareclose
enough to be struck by lightning.

LightningAlert

If your skin tingles or your hair stands on
end, lightningisabouttostrike. Crouchonthe
balls of your feet. Place your hands on your

knees and your head between them to
make yourself the smallest target pos-
sible. DONOT lieflat ontheground.
