Mr. Berry was interested in
birds, gardening, geol ogy, geog-
raphy and construction.

Inlater years, he developed a
stronginterestin China. Dayang
Chen lived with them when she
arrived in the U.S. in 1988 and
becamealmost likeadaughter to
them. She gave them a personal
tour of Chinain 1990.
