Wheat plot yield results have been compiled

For themost part, wheat harvest
put smilesonthefacesof areafarm-
ers. Yieldswerevariable, butforthe
most part, farmers had achanceto
cut fieldswith respectableyields.

Wheat yields from the local
wheat plots have been compiled
withgoodyieldsbeingrecorded. At
Decatur, Sheridan, Gove,and Trego
county, a comparison of fourteen
varietiesandoneblendwereplanted
at 851bs/A in both no-till and con-
ventional-tilled stubble. Tam 111
wasthe highest yielding variety in
bothtillagesystemswithanaverage
across sites of 78.6 bw/A in no-till
and 68.0 bu/A in conventional-till.
Therest of thetopfiveinno-till was
Jagaleneat 71.2, NuHillsata70.3,
Jagger at 66.5, and Wesley at 66.3
bu/A. For theconventiond-till, the
second highest average yield was
Jagalene at 63.0 followed by T-81
at62.3, NuHillsat 61.7, and Jagger
at 60.4 bu/A. When averaging
acrossthefour sitesandall thevari-
etiesandblends, no-till yielded63.4

yielded 57.7 bu/A.

There was also a seeding rate
comparison of Jagalene planted at
al four sites. Intheno-till, there-
sultsfor the 68 Ibs/A seeding rate
were64.2,851bs/A at71.2,102|by
A at67.7,and 120 bg/A at 65.2 bu/
A. Inthe conventional-till, little
difference was seen with 68 [bs/A
yielding61.2,851bg/A a 63.0, 102
Ibs/A at 62.6,and 1201bs/A at 62.7

buwA.

AtNorton, nono-till comparison
was planted. All varieties were
planted conventional-till with
Overley yielding 61.3 bu/A fol-
lowed by Cutter at 60.8, NuHillsat
56.4, T812 SV at 54.9, and Jagger
and 54.9bu/A.

When looking at these resullts,
farmers should keep in mind that
pickingavariety that hasperformed
well over multiple locations and
different planting environments
will beabetter choiceto plant than
just looking at onelocation.
