Grandma Sophie brought loaf af-
ter loaf of homemade rye bread.
This year her daughter, Aunt
Helen, took over that menu item.
Let’s hope Cousin Rosemary’s
schwartzerdinger kuchen (family
recipe).becomes a continuing tra-
dition.
