New moms
may get
Lamaze help

Darla Engel, clerk of the district court

in Norton, is worried because the county
commissioners are proposing to cut her
budget by $6,000 to $7,000 next year and
she is looking at having to pay for several
jury trials.

Mrs. Engel talked to the commission-
ers on Monday about her budget, which
was $26,900 this year and is slated to go
to $20,000 next year.

She told them that she has never been
over budget in 28 years and feels it would
be a black mark on her if she was next
year. But, she said, there is no knowing
how much jury trials will cost. Most run
from $700 to $1,000.

Mrs. Engel admitted that she is frugal
and usually has several thousand dollars
left in her budget at the end of each year.
This money goes into a capital improve-
ment fund, Norton County Clerk Robert
Wyatt said.

“We never spend the money unless
there’s something we need,” Mrs. Engel
said.

“You’re always conservative,” Com-
missioner Leroy Lang agreed.

Commissioner John Miller said that the
commissioners are trying to keep next
year’s county budget at about what it was
this year. To do that they have to cut a few
places, he said.

“I don’t want to go over budget,” Mrs.

Norton County might be getting a

Lamaze program in the near future.
Hospital Administrator Rich Miller

told the Norton County Hospital Board at
it July 20 meeting that, despite all the
hospital’s emphasis on obstetrics and the
number of deliveries, the county hasn’t
had a Lamaze program in a long time.

The Lamaze program helps expectant
mothers prepare for a more pain-free child
birth.

He said a group of people have ex-
pressed an interest in starting a program.
The program would be separate from the
hospital, but would probably be held
there. The group would like to start fairly
soon, he said.

Mr. Miller said he told them the hospi-
tal would help them find grants and would
supply what it could to help.

“I think we need to offer any kind of
help we can,” said board member Dennis
Gilhousen. “We have a unique situation

Norton area residents supported our

young men and women during the 57th
annual FFA & 4-H Livestock Sale Thurs-
day evening during the Norton County
Fair in the Livestock Barn at Elmwood
Park.

There were 52 animals auctioned for
$38,784, the second largest in recent
years.

The largest recent total was $41,727.88
last year when 47 animals were sold.

In previous years, receipts were
$35,577.60 in 2003, $36,842.47 in 2002,
$37,224.50 in 2001, $24,610 in 2000,
$31,258.75 in 1999 and $35,999.88 in
1998.

This year, 11 beef, 26 hogs and 15 sheep
were sold.

BEEF SALES
Beef sales totaled $18,986, which was

down from last year’s $23,971.88 but
three fewer cattle were sold. Average sale
price was up $14 from $1,712 to this
year’s $1,726.

This year’s average auction price was
$1.33 per pound, which was 1 cent higher
than last year’s $1.32 and 24 cents higher
than the year before.

The high price paid was $1.45 per
pound, the same as last year, and the low
was $1.15 per pound. The floor bid price
was 78 cents.

The average premium paid over resale
value was $808, which was $214 more
than last year’s $594. The average weight
of the cattle was 1,177 pounds compared
to 1,299 pounds last year.

Engel said, adding that her budget
has to pay for the upkeep of the
courtroom and for both Judge Deb
Anderson’s office and the district
clerk’s office.

Mr. Miller said, because there is
usually money left in the district
court budget, the commissioners
did not see any justification for it
to be as high as it has been.

HOG SALES
Hog sales totaled $12,855, an

increase of $1,027 from last year’s
$11,828. However, only 21 hogs
were sold last year.

The average auction price of the
26 hogs sold was $494, down from
last year’s $563.

The average price was $1.95 per
pound, down from $2.15 per
pound last year.

The price per pound ranged
from a high of $3 to a low of $1.50.
Last year’s price ranged from
$2.75 to $1.80. The floor bid price
was 51.5 cents compared to 56
cents last year.

The average premium paid over
resale value was $362 compared to
$417 last year. The average weight
was 257 pounds compared to 261
last year.

LAMB SALES
Lamb sales were up $1,015

from last year’s $5,928 to $6,943.
Average auction price for the 15

sheep was $462, down by $32
from last year’s $494 when 12
were sold.

This year’s average auction
price was $3.60 per pound com-
pared to $4.10 last year. The high
price paid was $4.55 and low,
$3.20 compared to $5.75 and
$3.70 last year. The floor bid price
was 95 cents compared to last
year’s 90 cents.

The average premium paid over
resale value was $341, down by
$153 from last year’s $494 and the

David Murray Jr. of Oberlin
took the lead on lap 3 of the 25-lap
IMCA Modified main event and
drove away for his seventh win of
the season on the half-mile oval to
collect the $1,000 winner’s check.
A couple of cautions and one red
flag kept the field close, but each
time Murray was able to pull away
for a lead he would not relinquish.
Jeff Walters was able to win the
battle for second over Mitch Kline
as the two swapped the runner-up
spot throughout the race. Jordan
Grabouski and Doug Holzmeister
rounded out the top five.
