During its meeting on Wednesday the
Norton City Council movedforwardwith
an ordinance to allow Sunday sales of
both beer and liquor.

Power plant
equipment
overheats

The citizens of Norton aren’t the only
ones to be overheated recently. The en-
gines at the city’ s power plant had to be
shut down when they started to overheat
during acapacity test.

City Administrator Rob Lawson said
the city needs to produce power for one
hour when asked to do so to provethat it
can generate electricity.

Thisispart of itsagreement with Sun-
flower Electric, thecompany that supplies
the city with most of its power.

However, Mr. Lawson said, the plant
only generated power for 16 minutes be-
fore having to shut the enginesdown be-
cause of overheating.

He said they need to install separate
water tapsfor thethreeenginesto cool the
turbo chargers.

Right now, he said, thereis just one
water tapfor all threeengines, anditisn’t
enough to provide the cooling needed to
keep thebig machinesfrom overheating.

Mr. Lawson said Sunflower has certi-
fied welders who could help the city in-
stall the extrawater taps. The company
will aso sell the city the pipe needed to
put inthetapsat cost.

He said there is money in the electric
replacement fund and that the problem
needed to be fixed as soon as possible.
But, hesaid, hedidn’t know how muchit
was going to cost.

The problem isn’t anew one, he said,
but itsjust reached the stagethat it needs
to be corrected.

In other business, the council:

» Heard from Mayor David Cornsthat
the June salestax receipts were $16.356
for the city and $11,809 for the county,
making thetotal $28,165.

He said last year at thistime, $30,342
had been collected.

The year-to-date total is $198,353,
comparedtolastyear’ syear-to-datetotal
