Enrollment for the Norton
School District is just around the
corner.

At the high school, seniors will
register from 9 a.m. to noon Mon-
day, Aug. 8; juniors, 9 a.m.-noon
Tuesday, Aug. 9; sophomores, 9
a.m.-noon Wednesday, Aug. 10;
and freshmen, 9 a.m.-noon Thurs-
day, Aug. 11.

New high school students and
those who cannot make the other
times can register from 9 a.m. to
noon on Friday, Aug. 12,.

Junior high registration will be
9 a.m.-noon Wednesday, Aug. 10,
for eighth graders and Thursday,
Aug. 11, for seventh graders.

Eisenhower Elementary enroll-
ment for early childhood through
sixth grade will be from 9 a.m. to
4 p.m. on Tuesday, Aug. 9, in the
Eisenhower cafeteria.

The first day of school will be
Friday, Aug. 19. Classes will meet
from 8:30 a.m. to 1 p.m. and the
buses will run.

Superintendent Greg Mann said
there will be a few new faces this
year. Eisenhower Elementary has
a new principal, Corey Roy, and a
new Title I math instructor, Wendy
Haresnape.

At the high school Erin Hill will
be teaching English and Melinda
Fleckenstein, biology. Dennis
Burge is the new junior/senior
high woods instructor.

There will be one librarian and
three aides. Jane Burton is taking
over both school libraries. Mr.
Mann said there will always be
two people in each of the libraries.
