Thenew servicewill alowresi-
dential customersto receive mail
in abundle once aweek. It is
aimed at snowhirds, college stu-
dentsand others whowill begone
for awhile, but aren’t moving
around.

Theservicewill cost $10for an
applicationandthen$10 per week.

As an example, if a person
wanted mail to be sent to them
every Friday for six weeks, it

would cost $70.

Norton Postmaster JaNan
O'Brien said people can still get
their mail forwardedfor freefor as
longasneeded by puttinginatem-
porary changeof address, but with
thenew service, they will get their
mail inamoretimely manner and
al inonebundle.

“It’s a convenience for these
peoplebecausethey know they are
justlooking for onepacket of mail
onceaweek,” shesaid.
