Professional motorcycle races
will be in Norton on Sunday

Professional motorcycle racing

and pro and amateur all-terrain
vehicle (Quad) racing will return
to Norton’s fast half-mile
Elmwood Park Speedway on Sun-
day.

Gates will open at 4:30 p.m.
with races at 6 p.m.

Four nights of racing will begin
in McCool Junction, Neb. on Sat-
urday. Following Norton’s races
on Sunday, races will be held in
Stockton Monday and Tuesday.
Races at all three tracks will fea-
ture riders from the National Flat
Track Racing Association and rid-
ers from the American Motorycyle
Association national circuit.

The races are expected to draw
from 100 to 150 riders ranging  4-
5 year olds to over 60.

On Sunday, racers will be com-
peting with those of similar skill,
age and size of machines.

The open pro sport class is the
fastest with speeds topping 100
miles per hour on the straight-
aways as the riders lean the bike to
the left and begin to slide into the
corner to begin “scrubbing” off
enough speed to negotiate the cor-
ner.

The riders wear a special steel
shoe on their left foot so the foot
can be placed on the ground to as-
sist in stabilizing the bike while it
is sliding sideways around the cor-
ner. The shoe generates heat due to
friction so the term “Hot Shoe”
refers to a fast rider.

Classes of riders range from 4-
year olds competing on 50cc ma-
chines on a short course marked
off in front of the grandstand
through the 60-plus vintage class
that requires riders to be older than
60 with bikes more than 30 years
old.

Engine displacement classes
start at 50cc and continue on to
65cc, 85cc, 250cc, 505cc and the
open class.

Skill classes range from ama-
teur pee wees to pro and pro-sport,
who race in the Grand National
circuit.

The racers in the pro-sport
qualify for Grand National points
and contingency prize money sup-
plied by Honda. There are 16
classes in all.

The peewee class includes
many of the racers’ children. The
short track is marked off in front
of the grandstand with lines and

pylons. The 50cc bikes are raced
by riders from 4 to 7 years old. This
age group also races in the 65cc
class.

The next group of youngsters
ride the big track on 85cc machines
that are surprisingly fast. Some of
the more advanced riders in this
class also race in the 250cc class.

Several classes of vintage races
are featured. Riders must be at
least 30 racing on machines of at
least the same age. Many of the
vintage racers are retired touring
pros, who no longer wish to chase
the points but are not ready to re-
tire. The vintage class runs over
100 mph on the straightaways.

Heat races last six to eight laps
and the featured races last eight to
12 laps. Riders race for the chance
to ride in the feature events by
placing well or winning the heat
races.

Some of the top national profes-
sional motorcycle riders who
compete in the Grand Champion

Series are expected to race in
Norton. Among them are Johnny
Murphree, Davey Durelle and
Jared Mees. They ride in the
ProSport and Modern Open Pro
Class.

Murphree, Mt. Zion, Ill., rides a
Honda CRF 450. He won the race
at McCool Junction last year.

Durelle, Fountain, Colo., also rides
a Honda CRF 450. He was riding flat
tracks at age 10 and professionally at
age 16. He is an eight time Pikes Peak
Hill Climb champion.

In addition, many Pro Sport and
Pro Expert riders, who are work-
ing their way up the ladder are ex-
pected. They include Will Sawhill,
Haysville, who includes making
the program at Daytona among his
accomplishments, and Marc
Gifford, Newton, the reigning flat
track champion, who also rides a
Honda CRF 450.

Three members of the Lindfors
family from Salina will be com-
peting.

Norton hosts 37 players
in open disc golf tourney

Motorcycle racing
has long history

Motorcycle racing dates back

to shortly after the second motor-
cycle was built.

The terrain has varied from the
wooden motordromes, dirt,
cross-country, asphalt, ice and
the flat track.

Motorcycle racing in Norton
County includes classic flat
track races on the half-mile
Elmwood Park Speedway and
motocross races south of town.

A resurgence in motorcycle
racing is happening across Kan-
sas and Nebraska with the help
of people from northcentral
Kansas.

Roger and Sandy Attebury of
Wichita formed the National
Flat Track Racing Association
five years ago. Randy Koster
and Steve McGee, natives of
Cawker City and Curt Ayres,
native of Smith Center, work in
the association. Koster works
with the Atteburys in scheduling
races, obtaining national contin-
gency funds and points, coordi-

nating insurance and correspon-
dence with the American Motor-
cycle Association and keeping
the races organized and on time.

Mr. Koster is the association’s
track official and flagman. Ayres
is an active racer and promoter
and McGee races vintage motor-
cycles in the association.

The association is working to-
ward reconstructing the old Kan-
sas Fair Circuit, which drew pro-
fessional motorcycle racers from
across the country.

The association is considered
the premier flat track racing asso-
ciation in the great plains states.
It sanctions 22 races during a five-
month season each year.

The races at Stockton will be
the next-to-the last of the season.
Final races will be at the Central
Missouri Speedway in
Warrensburg, Mo., on Friday,
August 26.

Flat track racing today is tech-
nically much different than the
early years but the goal remains
the same — to win.

Thirty-seven disc golf players
were in Norton Aug. 6 for the 11th
annual Norton Open Disc Golf
Tournament.

Participants came from Hays,
Salina, Beloit, Hutchinson, To-
peka, Kansas City, and Nebraska,.

Eight Norton players also par-
ticipated.

Don Mordecai, played in the
professional division but did not
place. Chad Gasper tied for second
in the advanced division while his
wife, Charlotte, won the women’s
division.

Nathan Morse won the high
school division, beating Chris
Davis and Todd Zink.

Andrew Soderlund won the jun-
ior division and Michael Zink took
second.

James Fawcett, amateur divi-
sion, and Bill Broeckelman, jun-
ior division, also played in the
tournament. Mr. Fawcett won a
“closest to the pin” contest and Mr.
Broeckelman won a disc golf bag
in the “Ring of Fire” contest.

Chad Garrison, Hays, won the
tournament in a play-off. He beat
Leo DaPrato, Topeka, by one
throw. Former Norton resident,
Rodney Dyck, won the pro-mas-
ters division and another former
Norton man, Doyle Nelsen, won
second in the amateur masters di-
vision.

“The course looked wonder-

ful,” tournament organizer Don
Mordecai said.  “The city crews
really do a great job with mowing,
trimming and picking up fallen
branches. I have played many
courses and am proud that I live
in Norton where the city takes
pride in the way their park is
maintained.

“Our sponsors this year were
tremendous. Many prizes were
awarded by local businesses and
extra cash was given to the pro di-
visions. Because of this, players
will be back to Norton. A big
thanks to all of the tournament
sponsors.”

About $800 was received in en-
try fees, while over $1,500 was
awarded in cash and prizes.
