Stink bugs cause spots on tomatoes

White Spotson Tomatoes
Do your homegrown tomatoes
have white areas just below the
peel ?Thisisaconditionknownas
“cloudy spot” and is common on
tomatoes this time of year. It is
caused by thefeedingof stink bugs
on devel oping tomato fruit. Stink
bugsinjurethedevel opingfruit by
probingthefruit; wheretheir prob-
ingoccurs, thepigmentsdon’t de-
velop—thus, the cloudy spot or a
whitish yellow spot. If you look
very closely, you should see a
small feeding holeinthe center of
eachspot. Ittakesonly oneor afew
bugs. They usually movein and
out in ashort period of time, and
usually a control measureisim-
practical orimpossible.
Fortunately, the feeding period
of stink bugsisshort sothat toma-
toes are affected for a short time
only. Then the tomatoes will get
back tonormal. Theuseof thefruit

Inbaking, therearemany visual
cluesto test if aproduct is done.
Thisincludes lightly touching a
cakesurface, agoldenbrowncolor
onbreads, or inserting atoothpick
inaquick bread to seeif itisstill
sticky.

Another way to test for
donenessishy checkingtheinter-
nal temperatureusing afoodther-
mometer. By practicing arecipe,

you can determine with tempera-
ture how long it takes to bake ¢
product. Then, make note of that
timeintherecipefor futurerefer-
ence.

Here are some suggested tem-
peraturesfor some baked goods:
* Layer cakes- 205- 210EF

 Pound cake- 210E F

e Jelly roll cakes-190- 195EF

* Muffins- 210E F

e Quick bread - 210 EF

* Yeast bread - 195- 210EF

e Bundt cake- 212EF

*Yeastrolls-190- 195EF

Remember, these are sugges-
tions. It is still important to use
visual cluestodetermineif aprod-
uct isdone. And, of course, prac-
tice, practice, practicel

PROFILE #1
“Health Profile & CBC” —

Health Profile Contains:
ELECTROLYTES: (Sodium, potassium, chloride
and total carbon dioxide). These are major indi-
cators of kidney and hormonal functions. Elec-
trolytes are essential for the body’s acid-base
balance and the operation of nerves and muscles,

especially the heart.

KIDNEY FUNCTIONS: (BUN, creatinine). These
indicators are used to monitor kidney function.
LIVER FUNCTIONS: (Total albumin, globulin).
These tests can be used in detecting and/or moni-
toring liver function damage, tissue damage or

inflammation.

ALKALINE PHOSPHATE: (Uric acid, calcium, phos-
phorus). Used for detection and monitoring of
bone, tissue and parathyroid disease, such as
arthritis, gout, bursitis and lupus.

GLUCOSE: This test is to measure blood sugar
levels and is used to help diagnose/monitor dia-

betes mellitus.

CHOLESTEROL: (Including HDL, LDL, VLDL, triglyc-
erides and ratio of LDL/HDL). These are fats pro-
duced in the liver that combine with fatty oils in the
blood stream. Cholesterol is further broken down
and measured as HDL (good cholesterol) and LDL
(bad cholesterol). The person who has higher levels
of LDL is at greater risk of heart disease. Triglycer-
ides determine the level of simple fats in the blood.
CBC: (Complete blood count with differential). This
is a series of tests of the blood that provides a tre-
mendous amount of information about the hemato-
logic system, immune response and many other or-

PROFILE #2 (PSA)—$20.00
PSA—This test detects an enlarged prostate, in-
fected prostate and/or prostatic cancer. It can be
used to evaluate disease progression and to moni-

PROFILE #3 (TSH)—$15.00
TSH—This test is used to evaluate thyroid function
and detect if there is too much or too little hormone
secreted by the thyroid.
