Cooking economically and be-
ing thrifty isand hasalwaysbeen
wise.

In earlier days, however, being
thrifty meant survival.

Asaconsequence, pioneer and
dust bow! cooks learned to save
and stretch everything.

Winter would come and food
must be put by whenit wasplenti-
ful. Therewastheroot cellar, the
canning cupboard, a crock of
larded down pork, a50-pound bag
of flour, oneof meal, salt, sugar (if
youwerelucky), andtwojugs, one
of molassesand one of vinegar.

Providing three meals a day
with that limited larder plus milk
from the cow and eggs from the
chickenswas quiteachallenge.

Housewives made their own
cottage cheese and used sour
cream or milk in many ways so
they didn’t waste a drop. Along
toward spring, pickin’s, got pretty
slim so the first green sprouts of
theseasonwerepicked and boiled
with abit of bacon or ahamhock.
Lambsquarter, dandelionand beet
tops were a delight to vegetable-
starved settlers.

Thus, these traditional recipes
arenot politically correct in 2005
but they arestill enjoyed asocca-
sional treats because they bring
back such marvel ous memories.

Ethnic groups devel oped simi-
lar methodsof makingalittlefood
goalong way.

One of the most common was
enveloping meat scraps or fruit
piecesin dough.

Italianscalledtheir’sravioli, the
Polishmadepirogues, Englishand
Irish miners carried pasties for
their lunch and the oriental races
cameupwithpot stickersandfriec
dumplings. Mexican tamalesanc
enchiladashaveasimilar makeup.
The Volga Germans brought us
bierrachandlusciouskasesecke,
which in English translates to
cheese pockets or sacks.

Every family had their own
variation, but hereistheonecom-
monly used in Trego County by
Mama'sfriend, Othelia.

DOUGH

3 cups flour

2 teaspoons salt

3eggs

1/2 cup water

Mix together and turn out on
floured board. Knead well, then
roll very thin as for noodles. Cut
into four-inch squares and allowto
rest and dry while making filling.
FILLING

2 egg yolks

3cupsverydry cottage cheese

3 teaspoons heavy cream

Salt and pepper to taste

METHOD

Mix together and place one
tablespoon filling on each dough
square. Fold over into a triangle
and crimp edges tightly closed
with fingers or a fork. Drop each
pocket, seam side down, into a
large pot of rapidly boiling salted
water . Allow to boil for 15 min-
utes, lift out with slotted spoon

and put into a large flat baking
dish. Keep warm.
TOPPING (Schmelz)

1 stick real butter

1 onion, diced

1/2 cup coarse bread crumbs

Browntogetherinaheavy skil-
let until onions are golden and
breadis crisp. Pour over cheese
pockets. Ifaddedrichnessis de-
sired, pour a cup of sour cream
onfirst, then add topping. Serve
warm.

Makes about 25 to serve 8
people.
VARIATIONS

Canbe made with ground pork
and onionsin place of cheese or
with sugared fruit such as dried
plums, apples or apricots. Some
add allspice and a few raisins to
the cottage cheesefilling. If mak-
ing fruit pockets, top with cinna-
mon and sugar and pour cream
on at table.
