County
looks at
Interest

Treasurer hopes
new account
will make more

Hoping to make a little more
interest on the county’s idle
money, Norton County commis-
sioners asked Treasurer Cynthia
Linner to move $500,000 into a
special account.

Mrs. Linner told the commis-
sioners that the county has
$600,000inaNOW checking ac-
count at the First Security Bank
and Trust. The bank had sent the
county information on a deposit
system, which could allow the
county to get moreinterest.

The Federal Deposit Insurance
Commission (FDIC) insures the
first $100,000 for all depositors.
After that the bank or financial
institution hasto provide security
for any additional county money
it has on deposit.

Under theCertificateof Deposit
AccountsRegistry Service, called
CDARS, Mrs. Linner said, the
bank does not have to have secu-
rity for the county’ s money. In-
stead it disburses the money to
several other banks or financial
institutions so no one has more
than $100,000 of county money on
deposit.

Thiscanallow thebank to offer
ahighrateof interest, Mrs. Linner
said, because it doesn’t have to
have security for the county
money. It also alowsthe bank to
use the security for loansin the
community.

The commissioners said they
liked the idea of getting a better
interest rate on the county’s
money but wanted to know if the
systemislegal.

County Councilor Doug
Sebeliussaidthat hecheckedwith
the attorney general and the sys-
temisfine.

Mrs. Linner suggested putting
$500,000 of the money that the
county hasinit’ sNOW account at
First Security in the new system
for 28 daysand see how it works.

“Thiswouldjust betemporary,”
she said “Let’s see what it does.
When it maturesin 28 dayswe' Il
seewhat wewant to do.”

Thecommissionersasked her if
the county would have enough
money to pay itsbillsand sheas-
sured them that thereis plenty of
money in the county’ s working
checking account at First State
Bank.

Mrs. Linner saidthecounty gets
most of its money in when real
estate and property taxesare paid
twiceayear. For awhilethecounty
hasalot of cash butit will haveto
last along time.

Normally, thecounty keepsac-
countsin several of the financial
institutionsinthecounty, shesaid.

Mrs. Linner saidthat onregular
accounts the Bank is giving the
county the best interest rate right
NOW.
