Mark Anderson, Overland Park,
a 1974 Norton Community High
School graduate and former Blue
Jay wrestler, has returned from
Vilnius, Lithuania, the capital of
the country, where he was one of
two officialsfrom the U.S. at the
Military World Wrestling Cham-
pionships.

Thetournament ran August 11-
20 with wrestlers from 23 coun-
tries.

After returning to America,
Anderson spent some time in
Norton visiting his grandmother
Gweneth Cranmer.

Andersonwas chosento offici-
ate at the world championships
after officiatingthefirst of April at
theArmed ForcesNational Cham-
pionships, which included wres-
tlers from the U.S. Air Force,
Army, Marinesand Navy.

For the last 12 to 14 years,
Anderson has been an officia in
the Free Style and Greco-Roman
National Wrestling Champion-
shipsheldeachyearinAprilinLas
Vegas.

Anderson officiates at tourna-
mentsfromkidswrestlingthrough
college. He has officiated at the
Kansas State High School Activi-
ties Association Class 4-5-6A

As ajunior, Anderson was a
member of Norton's 1973 state
championshipwrestlingteamand
placed second in the state his se-
nior year at 185 poundswhen the
Blue Jays captured third place at
stateunder theguidanceof Coach
Jake Durham.

Anderson’stwo sonsarecarry-
ingontheir father’swrestling tra-
dition. Drew hasbeen astudent at

the University of Kansas but has
transferred to Central Missouri
State University, Warrensburg,
wherehewill wrestle. Whenwres-
tling in high school, Drew com-
peted threetimesin the statetour-
nament and placed once.

A second son,Aaron, isasenior
at Kansas State University. While
wrestlingin high school, hewasa
four-timestatetournament placer.

The way high school volley-
ball isplayedin Kansaswill bea
littlemore complex starting this
fall with the addition of a posi-
tion known as the libero, pro-
nounced “lee-bah-ro.”

TheKansasStateHigh School
ActivitiesAssociationapproved
the use of the libero at a board
meeting held last April in To-
peka, effective with the start of
the school year.

“The'libero’ positionisaback
row player who isthere only to
passanddig,” said Norton Com-
munity High School Volleyball
Coach Jill Lively.

“Sheisn’t alowedto serveor
attack the ball but sheisfreeto
come into and out of the game
without using the substitution
process.

The libero must wear adis-
tinctly different jersey from her
teammates to be readily recog-
nizableby coachesand officials.

A team may designate only
one libero per game, who must
belisted on the lineup sheet be-
fore the game. She may not be
part of the starting lineup, but

may substituteinafter thelineup

new libero rule this year

has been checked.

Although ateam can have only
one libero per game, it does not
haveto bethe same playerinsub-
sequent games. A different libero
canbedesignated for gametwoor
three of amatch, and the original
libero can enter later games as a
regular player.

During a game, the libero can
replace any back row player ex-
cept the server. When the libero
comes out, she must wait for at
least oneservetobeplayedbefore
returning. The player coming in
for theliberomust bethesameone
thelibero replaced.

Libero substitutions will not
count against the number of regu-

lar substitutions ateam is al-
lowed per game. Theliberomust
enter and leave agame between
thecourt’ sbaseand attack lines.
She may not replace adisquali-
fied player.

Usingaliberoisacoach’sop-
tion. Thecoach may usealibero
inthefirst game of amatch and
not the second, or vice versa. If
ateamdoesusealibero, that does
not obligatetheopposingteamto
useoneaswell.

“Wewill useit often sincewe
havesomegreat passers.” Coach
Lively said.

Theuseof aliberoasoaddsa
requirement for another game
official. Each team that uses a
libero must supply a person to
serveasan assistant scorekeeper
totrack libero substitutions and
ensure the rules on its use are
enforced. That personwill sit at
thescorer’ stableand reportvio-
lationsto the umpire.

If bothteamsusealibero, then
thehometeamwill supply theas-

Sistant scorekeeper.
