City gives field, water to schools

Council divided on handing track,

Despitedissent, theNorton City
Council reached an agreement
with the Norton School District
about Travis Field and the water
that goestoit.

Theagreement givesownership
of thefootball field to the district
but the track must be availableto
the public.

The district will give the city
$15,000 to buy amile of six-inch
PV C pipe, which will be used to
lay awater linefromanon-potable
water city well to a point in
Elmwood Park, from which the
districtwill havetolay alinetothe
field. The district will get free
water for the field for five years
afterthemainlineislaid.Afterfive
years, thecontractwill bere-nego-
tiated.

Councilwoman Donna Foley
asked if the city planned to never
charge the school district for wa
ter.

CityAdministrator RobLawson
said no, that thecity wouldlook at
thecontractfiveyearsafter theline
had been laid.

Councilman Jerry Jones asked
whenthecity wouldbegettingthe
$15,000and how muchlayingthe
linewasgoingtocostthecity. The
linewill havetogounder thehigh-
way and through a creek, which
could get expensive, hesaid.

Mr. Jonessaid heal sohadaman
tell him he didn’t think the city
should givethefieldto the school
district.

Councilwoman Elaine Mann
saidtheagreement will benefitthe
city aswell.

Mr. Jonessaidthat wastrue, but
thecity hasrushed throughthings
likethisbefore.

“It might comeback tobiteus,”
hesaid.

CouncilmanRonBriery saidthe
school is going to be getting free
water until the city does the
project.

Mayor David Cornssaidthecity
will get the money as soon asthe
contractissigned.

Mr. Lawson said the project is
probably three years away be-
causethecity needsto get thewa-
ter plant done before it can be

started.

“It's an asset to the city,” said
Mrs.Mann.*Wedon'thavetostart
thisright now.”

CouncilmanKelly Gaer saidthe
project will supply water to the
park and baseball fields.
