\Wreck causes county
chemical problems

A wreck of afifth-wheel trailer
carrying chemicals has caused
someproblemsand concernsat the
Norton County landfill.

Boththecounty roadandbridge
and solid waste departments got
involved when it was decided to
move one of the chemicals —
Grand Slam Plus, ageneric form
of Roundup—tothecounty land-
fill.

The other chemical, atrazine
sulfide, was removed by atruck
from Hays, Solid Waste Supervi-
sor CurtArchibaldtoldtheNorton
County commissioners on Mon-
day.
Mr.Archibaldsaidthat hecalled
Dr. Dennis Degner of the Kansas
Department of Health and Envi-
ronmentwhentoldthat thechemi-
calswerebeing senttothelandfill.

Thecounty hadto closeitspre-
vious landfill several years ago
when it wasfound to be contami-
nated by chemicalsputinit by the
Kansas Department of Transpor-
tation.

Mr. Archibald said he wastold
that he would need a special per-
mitinaday or two.

“But, 12to24 hoursfor approval

istoo slow” hesaid.

The dirt and chemical mix
neededtobedealt withright away.

The commissioners agreed.

“Everything was laying out on
the highway”, Commissioner
Leroy Lang noted.

Mr. Archibald said that he was
toldthat Roundupwill dissipatein
twotothreedaysand thenthedirt
couldbeusedtocover thecounty’s
construction and demolition pit.

“All wetook isthedirt fromthe
Roundup?’ Mr. Lang asked

“Yep, all we got was the
Roundup,” Mr. Archibald said
“That'sall that KDHE will let us
have. It was nine, aimost 10 tons,
of dirtintwo trucks.”

Thestategaveaverbal authori-
zation, hesaid, andthewrittenone
should arrive shortly.

“Get everything documented,”
Commissioner John Miller ad-
vised.

Tom Brannan, road and bridge
supervisor, saidthat hegot written
approval fromtheKansasDepart-
ment of Health and Environment
beforeallowing hiscrewsto help
movethedirt from the wreck.
