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Hunting regulations, atlasare ready

Copies of the 2005 Kansas Hunting and
Furharvesting Regul ationsSummary andthe
2005 K ansasHunting Atlas(includingWalk-
In Hunting Areas) will be availablefrom the
Kansas Department of Wildlife and Parks
(KDWP) offices and select vendorsin early
September, before all seasons but the tradi-
tional Sept. 1 opening of dove season.

Regulations summaries will be available
wherever huntinglicensesaresold, and Hunt-
ing Atlaswill be stocked at most KDWP of -
fices. Both will also be available on the
KDWP website www.kdwp.state.ks.us.

More than just rules and regulations, the
Hunting and Furharvesting Regul ations Sum-
mary has been expanded thisyear, including
many new features. Among the most useful
of thesearecol or photographsand rangemaps
for many of thestate’ sgamespecies. Hunters
who want to know the different ranges of
muleandwhite-tailed deer, easternandRio
Grande turkey, lesser and greater prairie
chicken, scaled and bobwhite quail, as
well asmany other species, will now find
thisinformation at aglance. Individual
maps showing wherevariousdeer per-
mitsandtagsmay beusedarealsoin-
cluded in this year’s booklet, so
hunterswill be ableto deter-
mine quickly where they
may use Whitetail
Antlerless-Only Deer
gametags, wherethe
extended firearms
deer season runs, and
what archery units are \
avallable. (Aswith last
year, alist of deer check
stationsisalsoincluded.)
Detailed antelope and elk
unit mapsarealso included.

Some species of migrating
gamebirdscarry restrictivebaglim-
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itsandmay bedifficulttoidentify. Toaddress
thisissue, full-color photographs of pintails
and canvasback areincluded. Photographsof
sandhill cranesand snow geese, injuxtaposi-
tionwith protectedwhooping cranesillustrate
the clear distinctions among these species.
Photographsof all four dove speciesarea so
included.

Trappers are also asked to be on the look-
out for protected river otters and spotted
skunks. Photographsof thesetwo speciesare
included inthe® Furbearer” section.

Additional information of interest to all
hunters rounds out this information. The
bookl et outlinestheeconomicimpact of hunt-
ersin Kansas and the nation, and a 100-year
anniversary timelineof KDWPhighlightswill
give hunters an overview of the agency’s
progressover the past century.
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Asaways, thisbooklet provides essential
summarizedinformationonlawsandregula-
tions governing Kansas hunting and
furharvesting, including seasondates, bag and
possessionlimits, legal equipment, and other
informationfor thehunter and trapper. Other
information - such as public hunting areas,
safe hunting tips, Wildlife and Parks offices,
andlicenseand permitfees—isalsoincluded.

Now inits11thyear, the Wak-In Hunting
Area (WIHA) program includes 1,010,000
acresof private land leased by the KDWPto
provide general hunting access for hunters.
WIHA tractsare open from Sept. 1to Jan. 31
or Nov. 1toJan. 31. Theatlasincludesanin-
dex that lists game species most likely to be
found ontracts. A few WIHA tractsareopen
only toyouthdovehunting Sept. 1 to Sept. 28.

TheKansasHunting Atlasincludesacolor-

coded legend that marks not only WIHA
land, but KDWPwildlife areas, state
parks, national wildliferefuges,
U.S. Army Corps of Engi-
neersareas, U.S. Forest

Service areas, and
lakesand streams.

Wildlifeand Parksanswer squestions
about new on-linetag per mits

PRATT — In the process of switching to
online license and permit sales and an auto-
mated point-of-sale licensing system, the
Kansas Department of Wildlife and Parks
(KDWP) has received questions about how
the system will handle big game and turkey
permits, gametags, and carcasstags.

Regarding permits and licenses issued at
vendorswith automated licensing machines,
the answer is simple. Instead of a separate
permit or license for each purchase, the cus-
tomer will receive a printed document that
listsall theprivilegesheor shehaspurchased,
eliminating the need to carry multiple pieces
of paper for varioustypesof hunting, fishing,
or evenpark use. Thisdocument will besigned

at the time of purchase and kept throughout
the season.

If adeer or turkey permit or gametagispart
of the purchase, atear-off carcasstag will be
attached tothedocument. If multiplepermits
or tags are issued, multiple tear-off carcass
tags will also be attached to the document.
Whenadeer or turkey istaken, thecarcasstag
must betorn off, signed and dated, andtied to
the animal’ s leg through two pre-punched
holesinthetag.

Permits and tags purchased through the
internet on homecomputerswill beprintedon
persona printersandwill alsoincludecarcass
tags. Thesetagswill betorn off when an ani-
mal istaken, signedanddated, placedinaplas-

ticfood bag, andtied to theanimal’ sleg.

Inaddition, for thisyear only, deer permits
acquiredthroughdrawingswill includeacar-
cass tag that must be signed, dated, and at-
tached inthe samemanner aspreviousyears.
Next year, however, draw permitswill bethe
same as permitsissued under thisyear’ s au-
tomated licensing system, even though they
will still beissued through adrawing.

Photocopying of permitsisillegal. If aper-
mit islost, aduplicate may be purchased for
$12.15fromKDWPoffices, any licenseven-
dor, or online.

Thosewhowishtodownload either of
these publications should keep in mind
that thefull-sized Hunting Atlasismore
than 28 megabytesin size, but asmaller
county-by-county versionwill followin
weeks to come. The Regulations Sum-
mary isabout 3.5 megabytes. Download
timewill depend oninternet connection
speed.

Hard copies of the Regulations Sum-
mary andtheHunting Atlaswill beavail-
ablewherever hunting licensesare sold
and at most KDWP offices.

Amongthemost useful additionsinthe
RegulationsSummary thisyear arecolor
photographs and range maps for many
gamespecies. Individual mapsshowing
wherevariousdeer permitsandtagsmay
be used are dso included in thisyear’s
booklet, so hunterswill beableto deter-
minequickly wherethey may useWhite-
tail Antlerless-Only Deer game tags,
wheretheextended firearmsdeer season
runs, and what archery units are avail-
able. (Aswith last year, alist of deer
check stationsisasoincluded.) Detailed
antelope and elk unit maps are also in-
cluded.

The Walk-In Hunting Area (WIHA)
program isone of the most highly-used
portionsof theHunting Atlas. Nowinits
11thyear, the WIHA program includes
more than one million acres of private
land |eased by KDWPtoprovidegenerd
hunting accessfor hunters. The Kansas
Hunting Atlas includes a color-coded
legend that marks not only WIHA land,
butKDWPwildlifeareas, stateparks, na-
tional wildliferefuges, U.S. Army Corps
of Engineersaress, U.S. Forest Service
areas, and |akes and streams.
