RESOLUTION NO. 2005-10

A RESOLUTION REGULATING
VEHICULAR TRAFFIC ON COUNTY
ROAD "L" LYING BETWEEN COUNTY
ROAD W-6 AND THE CITY LIMITS OF
NORTON, KANSAS, WITHIN NORTON
COUNTY, KANSAS, AND PROVIDING
FOR PENALTIES FOR THE VIOLATION
THEREOF

WHEREAS, Kansas law grants
Norton County, Kansas, jurisdiction as
a local authority to regulate the
operation of motor vehicles upon
roadways within the County; and

WHEREAS, highway construction
underway on U.S. Highway 36 within the
County has caused the County of
Norton, Kansas, to take steps to
accommodate and regulate increased
vehicular traffic on certain County roads
lying between County Road W-6 and the
City limits of Norton, Kansas.

BE IT RESOLVED, therefore, by the
Board of County Commissioners of
Norton County, Kansas, as follows:

SECTION ONE: That the County road
made subject of this resolution is
described as follows:

County Road "L" lying between
County Road W-6 and the cor-
porate limits of the City of Norton,

Norton County, Kansas.
SECTION TWO: That no person shall

operate a vehicle on the County road
described in Section One of this
resolution at a speed in excess of 45
miles per hour.

SECTION THREE: That the full length
of the County road described in Section
One above in this resolution is
designated as a "No Passing Zone."
This section does not apply under the
conditions described in Subsection
(a)(2) of K.S.A. 8-1514, nor to the driver
of a vehicle turning left into or from a
private road or driveway.

SECTION FOUR: That enforcement
of this resolution and punishments for
its violation shall be governed by the
Kansas Uniform Act regulating traffic,
K.S.A. 8-1401, et seq.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this
resolution take effect upon its adoption
and publication in the official County
newspaper.

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The Northern Valley high
school and junior high cross coun-
try teams competed in the Hill City
Invitational on Sept. 22.

“This was the largest meet that
we have attended this year,” said
Coach Bill Lowry. “The competi-
tion was very good and the course
was more difficult as the north
wind challenged the runners. The
terrain provided a very difficult
ditch to run though and several
long gradual sloping hills.

“I felt that we took another step
forward toward our goal of im-
proving to regionals.”

Out of 24 runners in the junior
varsity girls run, Amanda Hopkins
took first with a time of 15:47.
Jesse Redeker was behind her in
8th place at 17:08, followed by
Jena Jessup in 14th at 17:56.

“This was Amanda’s third win
in a row,” said Coach Lowry. “She
improved 1:40 from last week,
moving from third early in the race
to first by the mile mark. She
looked strong throughout the race.

“Jesse ran a great race and im-
proved :36 from last year. She ran
strong at the end again and had a
good finish. This was the second
fastest time of her career.

“Jena ran an excellent race,
dropping 1:27 from her time last
year and 1:20 from last week. This
was her strongest finish over the
last 150 yards.”

The only Husky runner in the
junior varsity boys race, Stanton
Nelson, took 10th in 21:48.

“This was Stanton’s best time of
the season,” the coach said. “He
started in 15th and moved up
throughout the race. He competed
well.”

In the varsity boys run, Bryce
Marble placed 36th out of 75 run-
ners, clocking in at 20:04. Casey
Dole came in behind him in 53rd

at 20:54.
“Bryce started out very well,

running in the 10th position,” said
Coach Lowry. “He ran a good two
miles in 12:38 and was in 16th
place, but had some trouble finish-
ing today.

“This was Casey’s first varsity
race this year. He ran very well,
improving 1:39 from last year on
this course. He ran the hills
strong.”

As a team, Norton served 90
percent, passed 56 percent, set 95
percent, dug 50 percent and hit
with 87 percent accuracy and a 34

percent kill ratio.

with 24-26 for 92 percent, 22
points and 7 aces. She was fol-
lowed by Kayla Foley with 8
points; Ashley Colip, Ashli

Hageman and Taylor Rossi, 5
points each; Lori Ebner and Thea
Wiseman, 1 point each.

Passing leaders were Kylie
Morel, Wiseman and Colip.

Hageman led hitting with 10
kills, followed by Foley, 5;
Wiseman, 4; Wiyanna Paxton, 3;
Ellis, 2; Charli Lawson, 1.

Lori Ebner and Wiseman each
had 1 dig. Foley and Morel had 1
save each.

The Northern Valley junior high
team opened their season at the
meet.

“The junior high did a great job
and had an outstanding perfor-
mance,” said Coach Lowry.

In the girls run, Caitlyn Patter-
son took first with a time of 6:52,
followed by Staci Dole, third,
6:56; Megan Cole, fourth, 7:01;

Field, sixth, 7:11; and Christina
Anderson, seventh, 7:15.

Gallentine took second, clocking
in at 6:04. Behind him were Colton
Lowry, third, 6:26; Mathew Dole,
fifth, 6:43; Michael Callaway, sev-
enth, 7:27; Samual Field, eighth,
8:16; and Skyler Harris, ninth,
8:20.

We started to
communicate less and lost con-
fidence.

“The third game was a little
better for us but we failed to
string together points and
weren’t able to dig ourselves out
of the hole. We did continue to
serve well percentage wise but I
would have liked to have seen us
be much more aggressive.”

“The Atwood match started

slowly when we allowed them to
score six points in a row before we
got the service back,” said Coach
Lively.

“Again, we didn’t string to-
gether points in the first game.

“The second game was very
competitive and we stayed within
a few points of our opponents most
of the time. I was proud of how our
girls didn’t give up when Atwood
had us down 18-24. Cox went to
the service line and rattled off
seven serves in a row, which
helped us win 26-24.

“The third game was an ex-
tremely intense matchup. Our girls
played with focus and intensity,
which kept the scores very tight;
however, we came up just barely
short, losing 27-29.”

“We are playing through some
injuries and illnesses right now but
continuing to work very hard in
practice to prepare for the bulk of
our matches which are coming up
quickly,” said Coach Lively.

“Our schedule will get very hec-
tic as we play a tournament, a qua-
drangular and a triangular in a
four-day period.

“In addition to working hard
daily in practice, nursing injuries

and illness, we are trying to keep
our girls focused on taking care
of themselves and their school
work during this time of the sea-
son.

“I think things are coming to-
gether for us a little slower than
we wanted them to this season
but we are headed in the right
direction and looking forward to
the rest of our season.”

Next action
The Norton varsity and junior

varsity volleyball teams will
compete on Saturday in the
Oberlin Invitational Volleyball
Tournament.

In addition to Oberlin and
Norton, teams from Atwood,
Hoxie and St. Francis will com-
pete.

The tournament will begin at
9 a.m. and will be played as a
five-team round robin.

The varsity matches will be
played in the high school gym
and the junior varsity matches in
the junior high gym. The open-
ing matches for both varsity and
junior varsity teams will be
Norton versus Oberlin.

Norton will also play varsity
and junior varsity matches ver-
sus Hays, Colby and Liberal on
Monday in Hays. Matches will
begin at 4 p.m.

The Norton varsity and junior
varsity will play Hays in open-
ing matches at 4 p.m.

On Tuesday, the Norton var-
sity and junior varsity will
travel to Smith Center for
matches versus Smith Center
and Trego. Matches will begin
at 5 p.m.
