“With Roe, Laura Delimont
and other players passing well,
our setters Katharine Roy (nine
assists) and Courtney Cox
(four assists) easily put up sets
for our hitters. Courtney
LeClair led the way with 5 kills,
followed by Sara Lentz, 3;
Hayli Bozarth, Roe and
Brianna Felton, 2 each and Roy
and Cox, 1 each.

“Our girls are really working
as a team and communication
has been outstanding.

“We are taking this game to
the next level and really fine-
tuning our individual play.

“We were behind several
times but held our composure
and finished with a win in two
games.”

Serving statistics were:

Oberlin
The Lady Jays defeated Oberlin

26-24, 25-19.
Norton beat Oberlin for the sec-

ond time this season.
“I was impressed with the way

our girls came out at 9 a.m. to start
the tournament,” said Coach Cox.

“They were focused and com-
petitive. The goal for the day was
to win their second tournament of
the year and to win each match in
two games. We started off with a
great win.”

Norton served an outstanding
96 percent as a team. Courtney
Cox was 17-17 with 1 ace, fol-
lowed by Katharine Roy, 10-10, 3
aces; Hayli Bozarth, 8-8, 1 ace;
Sara Lentz, 7-7; Courtney LeClair,
3-3; Brianna Felton, 3-5, 1 ace.

 Lentz and Felton each had 5
kills, followed by Bozarth, 4; Cox,
3; libero Lacey Roe, 2; LeClair, 1.
Cox and Roy had 11 and 7 assists,
respectively. Roy also recorded 2
blocks and LeClair had 1.

“It was so much fun to see our
team come out in the second game
and make a statement but I’m sure
St. Francis players weren’t laugh-
ing,” said Coach Cox.

But, first and fore-
most, you need to get the passes so
there can be a productive offense.”

Rossi and Ashley Colip led set-
ting. Rossi had 94 percent accu-
racy and 14 assists. Colip was 90
percent accurate with 4 assists.

Kylie
Morel, Lacy Ellis and Hageman
led passing.
