Economic group works on contract
Norton is close to getting a new

economic development director.
The Norton County Economic

Development Board is in contract
negotiations.

County Attorney Karen Grif-
fiths said the salary was set at
$45,000 yearly with a single health
insurance plan, 48.5 cent mileage

reimbursement rate and reim-
bursement for economic develop-
ment business, such as lodging
and food during out-of-town
meetings. Prior authorization
from the board is needed for on-
the-job-training courses.

The contract is subject to a six-
month probation period.
