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County holds off on new
911 addressing system

Whiletherearelots of agen-
ciesthat want Norton County to
adopt aset of 911 addresses, the
county commissionersare
reluctant to do so.

The appraiser’soffice has
been handing out 911 addresses
for those people who have asked
for them, Sheriff Troy Thomson
told thecommissionersat a
meeting earlier thismonth but
the county has never adopted the
system of giving long numeric
addressesto everyoneinthe
rural areas.

County Clerk Robert Wyatt
said that hisoffice hasbeen
running into problemswith the
addresses since people have
been trying to usethem for
voting and paymentsto the
county. Hisofficedoesn’t have
the 911 addresses and their
computer doesn’t recognize
them.

“Whenthosecomeintous,” Mr.
Wyatt said. “ | havenoideawhere
they’relocated.”

Commissioner John Miller
said that one of the biggest
problemswith the 911 addresses
isthereisno standardized
system for applying them. Some
countiesare going from east to
west, some from west to east and
somethe other directions.

“There's no uniform system,”
Mr. Miller “ There's no standard-
ized deal.”

“Part of what has already been
putineffect (inother counties) will
probably be changed.”

“We've been thrashing this
around but we' ve never found an
authority, that'swhy we' ve never
moved,” Commission Chairman
DeanKrusesaid.

Norton.

“No onewill say we'rerequir-
ing you to do this,” Mr. Wyatt
added. “ Andabsolutely nobody is
puttingany fundingor money into
it.”

Appraiser Alan Hale said that
the post office has said they
would send mail tothe 911
addressesand still deliver tothe
old rural route addressfor upto
two years. He said utilities
companiesareasking for a91l
address before they will go out
to peopl €' sproperty.

The sheriff said that hisoffice
hasn’t had any problemsso far
because the county doesn’'t have
911 addresses since the dispatch-
ersand emergency personnel
know where most everythingis.
However, hesaid heworries
about getting new peoplewith
less county knowledge.

“(About) 99.9% we have no
problem with the calls but we're
gettingalot of ambulanceperson-
nel who are not from here,” the
sheriff said.

“We have road signs, doesn’t
that help?’ Mr. Miller asked.

“We don’t get more calls for
road signsbut we sure get alot of
requestsfor 911 address,” thesher-
iff said. “It'snot going to helpmy
dispatch any. It's going to help
peoplerespondingtoit.”

Themenall agreedthat thestate
andfederal government wantsthe
911 addressestobesimilar all over
the county but since there are no
guidelines, they aren'tsimilar and
some day many will have to be
changed.

Mr. Miller noted that several
years ago the county renamed all
itsroadsto numbersand lettersso
that you can now locatethingsby
sayingitsat thecorner of roadsW

and 6 or whatever.

“We have all our road signs.,”
Mr.Millersaid.“ They’ redifferent
from Phillips, Decatur and Gra-
ham counties. Wespent all this911
money to put up our road signs.
What if someone — the state or
post office— comesback and says
you haveto replacethem.”

Just putting up new signsfor that
project cost between $35,000 and
$40,000, he said.

The sheriff agreed that signage
would be expensive.

“What do we do?’ Mr. Miller
asked. “Isthereadirectionwetake
or dowejust hold of f?’

Mr. Wyatt said that while the
larger counties have adopted 911
addressesmost of thesmal ler ones
are still holding off, just like
Norton County

“Most small countiesaresitting
around saying when the funding
comes down we'll address the
situation,” he said.

The commissioners decided tc
hold off doinganythingfor awhile
longer.

In other business, the commis-
sioners:

e Heardthat Unit4, thecounty’s
oldest ambulance, hashad el ectri-
cal problems. Nobody from
around here has the expertise tc
work on it, Ambulance Director
Andy Nielsensaid. A York, Neb.,
man is coming down to look at it
but it might have to go to
Hutchinson.

« Agreed with Sheriff Thomson
that an increase in his deputies
salariescan betakenout of general
fund after he talked to the county
auditor at MapesandMiller, acer-
tified public accountant firm.
