tothelandfill in Phillips County.

Mr.Archibaldtoldthecommis-
sionersthat hiscrew isstill learn-
ing how to cover up thetrash and
isusing dirt right now because a
machine that will cover the trash
withafire-resistant paper product
hasnot arrived yet.
